DELHI:  The Pakistani 
military resorted to un-
provoked firing all across 
the Line of Control and In-
dian troops effectively re-
sponded to them, military 
sources said on Saturday.

The exchange of fire for 
a second consecutive night 
came amid heightened ten-
sion between India and Pa-
kistan following Tuesday's 
Pahalgam terror attack 
that killed 26 civilians.

The Pakistani troops 
fired at Indian positions 
along the Line of Control 
(LoC) on Thursday night 
as well and India had re-
sponded appropriately.

"On the night of April 25 
and 26, unprovoked small 
arms firings were carried 
out by various Pakistan

Army post all across the LoC 
in Kashmir," a source said.

"Indian troops respond-
ed appropriately with 
small arms," they said.

No casualties were re-
ported in the firing. 

The Pakistan military 
has been put on high alert 
following India's assertion 
that it would hunt down 
the terrorists involved in 
the Pahalgam strike.

In view of the cross-bor-
der linkages to the Pa-
halgam attack, India on 
Wednesday announced a 
raft of punitive measures, 
including the suspension of 
the 65-year-old Indus Wa-
ters Treaty, closing of the 
Attari land-border crossing 
and the expulsion of Paki-
stani military attaches.

New Delhi also asked all 
Pakistanis who entered the 
country via the Attari land 
border to leave by May 1.

In its response, Pakistan 
on Thursday announced 
shutting its airspace to 

all Indian airlines and sus-
pended trade with New 

Delhi, including through 
third countries.

PTI,  SHIMLA:  Four teachers were sus-
pended Saturday here for going public pro-
testing against the decision to form a single 
directorate for schools.  

The suspension of the four associated 
with the Primary Teachers Federation was 
ordered by School Education Director Ash-
ish Kohli.

Two more teachers, Ranveer Chauhan 
posted in Shilal and Dalveer Singh in Kup-
vi, both in Shilma, were also suspended as 
they were found absent from the school 
during an inspection on Friday.

The decision against the PTF teachers 

was announced at the behest of Education 
Secretary Rakesh Kanwar.

The communication directed that all 
those who took part in the protest and 
made "derogatory" remarks against the 
policy of the government be immediately 
identified and suspended.  

The four PTF teachers suspended were 
Jagdish Sharma posted in Kiartu in Theog, 
Sanjay, posted in Hanlog, Palampur (Kan-
gra), Pratap Thakur, posted in Dhang Ruha-
na, Sataun (Sirmaur), and Ram Singh Rao, 
posted in Purana Bazaar, Sundernagar in 
Mandi district.

Four school teachers suspended for 
protesting against Himachal govt

Five policemen were 
injured after a mob at-
tacked Dandkhora police 
station in Bihar's Katihar 
district, officials said on 
Saturday.

Speaking to PTI, Katihar 
SP Vaibhav Sharma said, 
"The incident took place 
when a group of people at-
tacked Dandkhora police 
station in the intervening 
night of Friday and Sat-
urday with an aim to free 
a person arrested in con-
nection with violation of 
the prohibition laws. The 
mob entered the campus 
of the police station and 
started pelting stones on 
policemen who were on 
duty. Five policemen were 
injured in the incident."

He added that police-
men fired in self-defence 
to disperse the mob. 
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
