PTI, NEW DELHI: India and 
the US are exploring oppor-
tunities for an interim trade 
arrangement in goods to se-
cure an "early mutual wins" 
ahead of finalising the first 
phase of the proposed bilat-
eral trade agreement by fall 
of this year.

The commerce ministry 
said on Tuesday that both 
the countries have initiat-
ed sectoral level talks and 
more engagements are 
planned from May end.

To give an impetus to the 
talks, India's chief negoti-
ator Rajesh Agrawal, addi-
tional secretary in the de-
partment of commerce, and 
Assistant US Trade Rep-
resentative for South and 
Central Asia Brendan Lynch 
held a three-day talks last 
week in Washington.

During the meetings in 
Washington, the teams 
deliberated on wide-rang-
ing subjects including tar-
iff (related to goods) and 
non-tariff matters.

"The team discussed the 
pathway for concluding the 

first tranche of the mutual-
ly beneficial, multi-sector 
bilateral trade agreement 
(BTA) by fall (Septem-
ber-October) of 2025, in-
cluding...opportunities for 
early mutual wins," the min-
istry said in a statement.

An official said that an in-
terim agreement with regard 
to trade in goods could take 
place as part of early mutual 
wins in case both sides agree.

"Initially we are focus-
ing on goods. The non-tar-
iff barriers being flagged 
by Indian side included in 
sectors such as marine," 
the official said, adding the 
formal first round of negoti-
ations are expected to start 
after the May meetings.

These deliberations as-
sume significance as the 
US has suspended the addi-
tional 26% tariffs on India 
till July 9. Both the nations 
want to take advantage of 
this window to push the 
trade talks.

US Treasury Secretary 
Scott Bessent on Monday 
said that India is likely to be 

among the first countries 
to finalise a bilateral trade 
agreement with the US to 
avert reciprocal tariffs by 
President Donald Trump.

"Negotiations with our 
Asian trading partners are 
going very well. Vice Pres-
ident (JD) Vance was in 
India last week and talked 
about substantial progress. 
I have mentioned that the 
negotiations with the Re-
public of Korea have gone 
very well. And I think we've 
had some very substantial 
negotiations with our Jap-
anese allies," Bessent said 
during an interview with 
CNBC's Squawk Box.

The US, on April 2, an-
nounced an additional 26% 
tariff on Indian goods en-
tering the US. But on April 
9, the Trump administra-
tion announced the suspen-
sion of these on India for 90 
days until July 9 this year. 
However, the 10% base-
line tariff imposed on the 
countries will continue to 
remain in place.

India is seeking duty 

concessions for labour-in-
tensive sectors like textiles, 
gems and jewellery, leath-
er goods, garments, plas-

tics, chemicals, shrimp, oil 
seeds, chemicals, grapes 
and bananas in the pro-
posed pact with America.

On the other hand, the US 
wants duty concessions in 
sectors like certain indus-
trial goods, automobiles 
(electric vehicles particu-
larly), wines, petrochemical 
products, dairy, agriculture 
items such as apples, and 
tree nuts, they said.

The terms of referenc-
es (ToRs) for the BTA have 
been finalised by India and 
the US for the proposed 
agreement, which include 
around 19 chapters cover-
ing issues such as tariffs, 
goods, services, rules of ori-
gin, non-tariff barriers, and 
customs facilitation.

The US has on multiple 
times raised concerns over 
certain non-tariff barriers be-
ing faced by American goods 
in the Indian markets.

On April 22 in Jaipur, US 
Vice President J D Vance 
urged India to drop non-tariff 
barriers, give greater access 
to its markets. Indian prod-
ucts too face these issues in 
the international markets in-
cluding in America, EU, Chi-
na, Japan, and Korea.

US AGAIN PUTS INDIA ON 'PRIORITY WATCH 
LIST' FOR ALLEGED IP RIGHTS VIOLATIONS

PTI, NEW DELHI: The US on Tuesday once again placed 
India on its 'priority watch list', stating that New Delhi re-
mains one of the world's most challenging major econo-
mies for the protection and enforcement of intellectual 
property rights (IPRs). The US Trade Representative's 
(USTR) 2025 Special 301 report, an annual review of the 
global state of IPR protection and enforcement, said that 
over the past year, India has remained inconsistent in its 
progress on intellectual property protection and enforce-
ment. It said that although India has worked to strengthen 
its IP regime, including raising public awareness about 
the importance of the subject, and engagement with 
the US on IP issues has increased, there continues to be 
a lack of progress on many long-standing IP concerns. 
"India remains one of the world's most challenging major 
economies with respect to protection and enforcement 
of IP... India remains on the Priority Watch List in 2025," 
it said. The country had earlier stated that this report is 
a unilateral measure taken by the US under their Trade 
Act, 1974 to create pressure on countries to increase IPR 
protection beyond the TRIPS agreement. Besides, India 
has maintained that its IPR regime is fully compliant with 
global trade norms.

India, US looking for 'early mutual wins' 
before concluding first phase of trade pact

PTI, NEW DELHI: In-
dusInd Bank MD and CEO 
Sumant Kathpalia on Tues-
day resigned with immedi-
ate effect, taking moral re-
sponsibility of accounting 
lapses in the derivatives 
portfolio, having financial 
implication of Rs 1,960 
crore to the bank.

This comes a day after 
the bank's Deputy CEO 
Arun Khurana had ten-
dered his resignation on 
Monday. Its Chief Financial 
Officer (CFO) Govind Jain 
had quit in January before 
the lapses came to light.

Kathpalia, Managing Di-
rector & CEO, has by his let-
ter dated April 29, 2025, re-
signed from services of the 
bank with effect from close 
of working hours on April 
29, 2025, IndusInd Bank 
said in a regulatory filing.

"I undertake moral re-
sponsibility, given the var-
ious acts of commission/
omission that have been 
brought to my notice. I 
would request that my resig-
nation be taken on record 
at close of working hours 
today," Kathpalia said in a 
resignation letter addressed 
to the board of the bank.

The board has sought 
approval of the Reserve 
Bank of India to constitute 

a 'Committee of Executives', 
to discharge the duties, 
roles and responsibilities of 
the Chief Executive Officer 
(CEO) of the bank, for an in-
terim period until a perma-
nent CEO is appointed by 
the bank, as per the filing.

Earlier this week, the 
private sector lender had 
informed that a bank-ap-
pointed external auditor has 
determined a cumulative ad-
verse accounting impact on 
profit & loss at Rs 1,959.98 
crore as on March 31, which 
is similar to the amount dis-
closed on April 15.

On April 15, IndusInd 
Bank disclosed on the ba-
sis of a report of another 
external agency that ac-
counting lapses in the de-
rivative portfolio will have a 
negative impact of Rs 1,979 
crore on its net worth. The 
bank has assessed an ad-
verse impact (on a post-tax 
basis) of 2.27% to its net 
worth as of December 2024 
on account of discrepancies 
relating to derivative deals.

The private sector lend-
er reported last month the 
accounting lapses in the de-
rivative portfolio, estimated 
to have an adverse impact 
of approximately 2.35% of 
the bank's net worth as of 
December 2024.

London PTI, NEW DELHI: Adani 
Green Energy has said an in-
dependent review of its reg-
ulatory compliances related 
to an alleged breach that led 
to the indictment of founder 
chairman Gautam Adani and 
two company executives in a 
US court, did not find irregu-
larities or non-compliances 
on the issue.

In November last year, US 
authorities charged Adani, 
his nephew and executive 
director Sagar Adani and 
managing director Vneet 
S Jaain for being involved 
in an alleged scheme to 
pay bribes to Indian gov-
ernment officials to win 
solar energy contracts, and 
concealed the plan as they 
sought to raise money from 
US investors.

In its FY25 earning an-
nouncement, Adani Green 
Energy - the firm at the 
heart of allegation of $265 
million bribes allegedly 
being paid to Indian offi-
cials to secure solar power 
sale contracts that could 
bring in $2 billion of prof-
its over 20 year period to 
the firm - said its holding 
company has not been 
named as a defendant in 

the indictment and civil 
complaint and the matter 
was pending for further 
proceedings.

Adani Group had pre-
viously denied all allega-
tions as baseless and said it 
would seek legal recourse 
to defend itself.

"To uphold the princi-
ples of good governance, 
the Holding Company (of 
AGEL) appointed inde-
pendent law firms to per-
form an independent re-
view to assess and evaluate 
related non-compliance, if 
any, in this matter," the fil-
ing said.

"Such independent re-
view also did not identify 
any non-compliances or ir-
regularities in the matter."

In November 2024, the 
United States Department 
of Justice (US DoJ) filed an 
indictment against two ex-
ecutive directors and one 
non-executive director of 
the holding company and a 
civil complaint by the Secu-
rities and Exchange Com-
mission (US SEC).

AGEL said its holding 
company has confirmed 
making "all appropriate 
disclosures in the past, in-
cluding in bond offering 
circulars" that raised mon-
ey from the US markets.

PTI, BEIJING: Chinese Pres-
ident Xi Jinping on Tuesday 
called for improvement of 
the management and op-
erations of the New Devel-
opment Bank of the BRICS 
countries in his rare visit to 
its headquarters in Shanghai.

During his interaction 
with the New Development 
Bank (NDB) president, Dil-
ma Rousseff, and four vice

He said that the NDB is 
the world's first multilat-
eral development institu-
tion established and led 
by emerging markets and 
developing countries.

Vid-
eo footage is still being re-
viewed, and action will be 

taken against anyone else 
found guilty,” Khorimahua 
Sub-Divisional Police Of-
ficer (SDPO) Rajendra Pras-
ad told PTI.

The protesters allegedly 
locked Tisri Circle Officer 
Akhilesh Prasad in his 
chamber when he arrived 
at the office around 11 am 
on Monday.

The agitators, under the 
banner of the Kisan Jana-
ta Party (KJP), have been 
staging a dharna since 
March 20 outside the circle 
office, demanding certified 
copies of "Register Two", a 
record of land ownership 
and other details for a spe-
cific plot.

The protest turned vio-
lent on Monday. When the 
police arrived to free the 
circle officer, the protesters 
allegedly threw stones at 
them. The police then re-
sorted to a lathi charge to 
disperse the agitators.

The KJP claimed that sev-
eral of their members were 
also injured in the incident 
and are being treated at a 
local hospital. 

“If someone purchas-
es land, the owner cannot 
claim the land until it is reg-
istered in Register two. But 
the circle officer has been 
reluctant in providing the 
certified copy,” a KJP mem-
ber claimed.

Mephedrone drug worth Rs 1 crore seized in two cases; four held

Shah 
hails from Pratapgarh dis-
trict in Rajasthan while Sar-
oga belongs to Mandsaur in 
Madhya Pradesh, he said. 

In the second case, Har-
iom Jha and Lakshya Singh 
Rajput (both 26) were ar-

rested under a bridge on 
Indore's MR-10 Road and 
36 grams of MD was re-
covered from them during 
their search, the DCP said.

Jha is from New Delhi, while 
Rajput hails from Rajasthan's 
Dausa district, he said. 

"The total value of MD 
recovered in both the cases 
is estimated to be around 
Rs one crore in the inter-

national market. Interro-
gation of the smugglers 
revealed that MD is being 
supplied to Indore through 
the border districts of Ra-
jasthan," Tripathi said.

FIRs have been filed un-
der the Narcotic Drugs and 
Psychotropic Substances 
(NDPS) Act and detailed in-
vestigation was underway in 
both the cases, he said.
