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MARGAO: Despite a recent 
fire incident that raised se-
rious concerns about safety 
and hygiene, the garbage 
menace continues unabat-
ed around the South Goa 
Planning and Development 
Authority (SGPDA) market 
in Margao, drawing mount-
ing concern from vendors, 
shoppers, and nearby  
residents.

The market, one of South 
Goa’s busiest commercial 
hubs, has long struggled 
with poor waste manage-
ment. Overflowing bins, 
rotting garbage piles, and 
the accompanying stench 
remain a daily sight, posing 
significant health and envi-
ronmental risks. 

While the fire—suspect-
ed to have been sparked 
by accumulated waste or 
negligence—momentar-
ily focused official atten-
tion on the issue, stake-
holders say little has 
changed on the ground. 

Shopkeepers and vendors 
expressed frustration over 
the lack of follow-through 
by authorities. 

“The fire was a wake-up 
call. For a few days, offi-
cials visited and took stock 
of the situation, but now 
everything is back to the 
same dirty state. The stench 
is unbearable, and custom-
ers are avoiding certain 

areas,” said Filomena Dias, 
a vegetable vendor at the 
market.

Residents living in the 
vicinity have echoed these 
concerns, pointing to the 
increased risk of disease 
and fire outbreaks, espe-
cially with the ongoing rise 
in temperatures. “There 
needs to be a permanent 
solution, not just tempo-

rary visits and photo-ops. 
We need strict monitoring 
and regular waste disposal,” 
said Milagres Fernandes, a 
local resident.

Environmental activists 
have also come down heavi-
ly on the authorities, urging 
both the Margao Municipal 
Council (MMC) and SGP-
DA to implement a long-
term, sustainable waste 
management strategy. Key 
suggestions include the in-
stallation of CCTV cameras 
to deter illegal dumping, 
daily garbage collection, 
and strict penalties for vi-
olators.

While the SGPDA has not 

issued a fresh statement 
following the fire, civic of-
ficials have previously ac-
knowledged the difficulties 
in handling the market's 
high volume of waste and 
had promised better coor-
dination with waste collec-
tion agencies. According 
to MMC officials, regular 
waste collection is being 
carried out within the mar-
ket compound.

However, with no visi-
ble improvement on the 
ground, pressure is build-
ing on authorities to act de-
cisively and restore cleanli-
ness and safety to this key 
trading centre in South Goa.
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PONDA: Residents of Nag-
zar-Curti are gripped with 
fear as the monsoon ap-
proaches, with the main 
nullah in the area choked 
by felled trees and plastic 
waste, raising the risk of yet 
another round of flooding.

Several large trees—
both live and dried—have 
fallen into the nullah basin, 
blocking the natural flow of 
water. In addition, plastic 
waste has accumulated at 
multiple points, especial-
ly under the culvert near 
Nagzar, leading to stagnant 
water and increasing the 
threat of floods.

Locals said that the situ-
ation is particularly alarm-
ing given the area’s history 
of flooding every monsoon. 

“Even a short spell of 
rain causes the Nagzar Ma-
hadev temple and nearby 
homes to be submerged. 
It’s a recurring nightmare 
for us,” said a resident. 
They also pointed out that 
a section of the nullah's re-

taining wall has collapsed, 
further compounding the 
risk. "If not cleared im-

mediately, the accumulat-
ed debris and waste will 
definitely lead to severe 
flooding," warned another 
villager.

Residents are urging 
the disaster management 
authorities and local ad-
ministration to act swiftly. 
They have demanded that 
all logs, garbage, and ob-
structions be cleared from 
the nullah before the onset 
of the monsoon to prevent 
damage to property and re-
ligious sites.
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MARGAO: A major pipe-
line burst along the main 
road in Nuvem on Mon-
day led to the wastage of 
thousands of litres of wa-
ter, sparking anger among 
residents and raising se-
rious concerns about the 
concerned authorities' 
response and mainte-
nance practices.

The damage, which re-
portedly went unchecked 
for several hours, formed 
large pools of water along 
the roadside, disrupting 
traffic flow and posing 
risks to both motorists 
and pedestrians. It was 

only after public outrage 
and complaints that PWD 
officials arrived at the site 
to initiate repairs.

Although the damaged 
pipe was eventually fixed, 
residents questioned 
the delay and pointed to 
repeated failures by the 
department to address 
known weak points in the 
water supply system.

“It is shocking to see 

so much water going to 
waste when many house-
holds in the State are 
parched and dealing with 
irregular supply,” said Le-
ocadio Monteiro, a local 
resident. “We informed 
the authorities early in 
the morning, but no one 
showed up for hours. This 
is sheer negligence.”

Monteiro also empha-
sized the need for better 

planning and monitoring 
by the department, stat-
ing, “Water is a precious 
resource. Such lapses are 
unacceptable. The PWD 
must conduct a thorough 
audit of pipeline condi-
tions and take preventive 
action before such inci-
dents occur.”

Other residents ech-
oed similar sentiments, 
noting that the same 
section of pipeline had 
shown signs of leakage 
in the past. “If the PWD 
had acted earlier, this 
could have been avoid-
ed,” said another resi-
dent, frustrated by the 
recurring issue.

Residents have now 
called for the PWD to 
adopt a long-term strat-
egy for managing aging 
water infrastructure, in-
cluding regular inspec-
tions and more care-
ful execution of repair 
works.

When contacted, PWD 
officials confirmed that 
a repair team was dis-
patched and the leakage 
had been contained. They 
assured the public that 
water supply to nearby 
areas would remain un-
affected and stated that 
steps would be taken to 
prevent similar occur-
rences in the future.
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PONDA: Stray dogs contin-
ue to pose a serious threat in 
Ponda, with the Sub-District 
Hospital (SDH) reporting an 
alarming average of 80 to 90 
dog bite cases each month. 
The issue returned to the spot-
light after the tragic death of 
1.5-year-old Anaibya Sheikh, 
who was mauled by a pack of 
dogs at Durgabhat, Ponda, on 
April 19.

Sarita Parab, Director of 
the People for Animals (PFA) 
Centre at Curti, Ponda, said 
that despite repeated efforts, 
poor response from local 
panchayats is derailing ster-

ilisation drives. Of the 19 vil-
lage panchayats in the Ponda 
taluka, only seven have signed 
Memorandums of Under-
standing (MoUs) with the PFA 

for dog sterilisation un-
der the Stray Dog Man-
agement Scheme, 2014.

“The problem is that 
these MoUs are signed 
only for short periods 
— three months to a 
year — and once they 
lapse, our previous ef-
forts are undone. For 
sustainable population 
control, agreements 
must be continuous,” 
Parab said. “We’ve 
held meetings with all 
panchayats, supported 
by the BDO, to encour-
age participation, but 
the response remains 
slow and inconsistent.”

She added that the 
PFA is a non-profit 
NGO operating on an 
honorarium basis and 
relies heavily on such 
agreements for staff 
salaries and veterinary 

services. “We also need vet-
erinary doctors, more cages 
for sterilisation and rescue, 
and support from the ani-
mal husbandry department 
to meet the costs of salaries 
and medical care,” she added. 
Parab confirmed that after 
the fatal attack in Durgabhat, 
the PFA team visited the site. 
“The dogs appeared friend-
ly. Two of them had already 
been sterilised. But in some 
cases, locals are unwilling 
to send their dogs for steri-
lisation, which hampers our 
work. Their cooperation is 
essential.”

Sharing the PFA’s progress 
in 2024, she said, “We steri-
lised 540 dogs, administered 
anti-rabies vaccines to 1,333, 
and attended to 250 rescue 
cases.” She stressed that if 
panchayats actively signed 
up for the Stray Dog Manage-
ment Scheme, it would ease 
the process of funding sterili-
sation programmes. “Without 
panchayat support, the issue 
cannot be resolved,” Parab 
concluded.
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MARGAO: Solar panels in-
stalled under the Goa En-
ergy Development Agency 
(GEDA) scheme at the icon-
ic Municipal Garden and 
around the Margao Munic-
ipal Council (MMC) build-
ing have turned defunct 
just 2–3 years after their 
installation. The panels, 
which were set up at a cost 
of Rs 3.5 lakh, reportedly 
stopped functioning due to 
poor maintenance by the 
contractor responsible for 
their upkeep.

MMC Chairperson Da-
modar Shirodkar con-
firmed the development 
and expressed concern 
over the lack of follow-up 
by the agency tasked with 
maintaining the solar in-
frastructure.

He said the municipal-
ity had no choice but to 
intervene after the panels 
ceased functioning, failing 
to deliver the promised 
clean energy benefits.

In an effort to restore and 
improve the upkeep of the 
Municipal Garden, the MMC 
has now handed over its 
maintenance responsibil-
ities to the Forest Depart-
ment. “We hope the Forest 
Department will be able to 
maintain the garden better 
and help revive its green-
ery and public appeal,” said 
Shirodkar.

The failure of the solar 
panel project has drawn 
criticism from citizens and 
environmental groups, who 
have called for better over-
sight and accountability in 
the implementation of re-
newable energy initiatives. 

The MMC, meanwhile, has 
not clarified whether the 
defunct panels will be re-
paired or replaced, leaving 
questions about the future 
of green energy adoption in 
the town.

The chairperson also 
provided updates on other 
key civic projects. He stated 
that work on the much-de-
layed parking plaza in the 
heart of Margao will begin 
very shortly. 

The project is expected 
to ease the severe parking 
issues plaguing the town, 
especially in the busy com-
mercial and market areas. 

In addition, beautifica-
tion work at the Sonsodo 
dump yard—long consid-
ered a symbol of Margao’s 
waste management chal-
lenges—is also set to com-
mence soon.

Solar panels at MMC 
garden non-functionalEncroachments in 

Borda demolished
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MARGAO: The Margao Mu-
nicipal Council (MMC) on 
Wednesday undertook a 
demolition drive at Neovad-
do, Agalli in Borda, remov-
ing compound walls and 
other unauthorised struc-
tures allegedly encroaching 
on land earmarked for road 
widening.

Accompanied by police 
personnel, municipal offi-
cials and workers arrived 
at the site to execute the 
planned operation. The 
structures demolished in-
cluded portions of com-
pound walls. However, the 
demolition has sparked 
controversy after one of the 
affected property owners 
claimed that the civic body 
had not served any demo-

lition order. According to 
the homeowner, the matter 
is currently sub judice and 
scheduled for hearing in 
court on July 16. “There was 
no formal order for demo-
lition, and the case is still 
pending before the court,” 
the resident said.

 However, officials at the 
site maintained that due 
process had been followed. 
“These structures fall with-
in the road widening zone. 
Notices were served well in 
advance to the concerned 
individuals. Today’s action 
is part of our effort to clear 
public land and move for-
ward with much-needed in-
frastructure development,” 
an MMC official said.

The demolition was car-
ried out under police super-
vision to keep the peace.
