 On May 19, 2023, the 
Reserve Bank of India 
(RBI) announced the with-
drawal of Rs 2000 denom-
ination banknotes from 
circulation.

 In a statement on Friday, 
the RBI said the total val-
ue of Rs 2000 banknotes 
in circulation, which was 
Rs 3.56 lakh crore at the 
close of business on May 
19, 2023, when the with-
drawal was announced, 
declined to Rs 6,266 crore 
at the close of business on 
April 30, 2025.

The facility for deposit 
and/or exchange of such 

banknotes was available 
at all bank branches till 
October 7, 2023. How-
ever, this facility is still 
available at the 19 issue 
offices of the Reserve 
Bank.

PTI, JAMMU SRINAGAR: Paki-
stani troops resorted to unpro-
voked firing along the Line of 
Control (LoC) and International 
Border (IB) in five districts of 
Jammu and Kashmir, prompting 
retaliation from the Indian Army, 
officials said on Friday.

This is the eighth consecutive 
night of unprovoked firing along 
the LoC, amid heightened ten-
sions following the April 22 terror 
attack in Pahalgam in which 26 
people were killed.

Civilians living along the LoC 
and IB have begun cleaning their 
community and individual bun-
kers to make them habitable in 
case shelling happens.

During the night of May 1-2, 
2025, Pakistani Army posts resort-
ed to unprovoked small arms fire 
from posts across the LoC oppo-
site Kupwara, Baramulla, Poonch, 
Naushera, and Akhnoor areas of 
Jammu and Kashmir, a defence 
spokesperson in Jammu said.

Indian Army troops responded 
in a calibrated and proportionate 
manner, the spokesperson added.

Initially beginning with unpro-
voked small arms firing at several 
posts along the LoC in Kupwara 
and Baramulla districts of north 
Kashmir, Pakistan swiftly expand-
ed its ceasefire violations to the 
Poonch sector and subsequently 
to the Akhnoor sector of the 

Jammu region.
This was followed by small 

arms firing at several posts along 
the LoC in the Sunderbani and 
Naushera sectors of Rajouri dis-
trict. Subsequently, the firing 
expanded to the Pargwal sector 
along the International Border in 
Jammu district.

The renewed ceasefire viola-
tions come despite a recent hot-
line conversation between the 
Directors General of Military Op-
erations (DGMOs) of India and 
Pakistan, during which the Indian 
side is learnt to have cautioned 
Pakistan.

Since the night of April 24, just 
hours after India suspended the 
Indus Waters Treaty following 
terror attack in Pahalgam, Paki-
stani troops have been resorting 
to unprovoked firing at various 
places along the LoC in J&K,start-
ing from the Kashmir Valley.

Pakistan blocked its airspace 
for Indian airlines, closed the 
Wagah border crossing, sus-
pended all trade with India, and 
warned that any attempt to divert 
water would be considered an  
“act of war”.

The ceasefire along the borders 
was reaffirmed in February 2021, 

when both countries agreed 
to observe the 2003 agreement 
in letter and spirit. However, the 

Pak troops violate ceasefire for 8th night
21 Pakistani nationals stranded at Attari-Wagah 
allowed to cross border, several more in queue

PTI, AMRITSAR: About 21 
Pakistani nationals stranded 
at the Attari-Wagah border 
following the expiry of the In-
dian government's deadline 
for them to leave the country 
crossed over into Pakistan 
through the land route of the 
Integrated Check Post on Fri-
day, officials said. In the   wake 
of last week's Pahalgam terror 
attack, the Indian government 
cancelled all types of visas 
granted to Pakistani nationals 
and ordered them to leave by 
April 30.

The Attari-Wagah border, lo-
cated near Amritsar in India and 
Lahore in Pakistan, was shut on 
Thursday after being kept open 
till April 30.

According to reports, about 70 
Pakistani nationals were strand-

ed at the border on Thursday 
after the deadline for them to 
leave India expired a day earlier.

The 21 Pakistani nationals 
who entered Pakistan till 12 pm 
on Friday had been camping on 
the roads outside the Integrated 
Check Post.

About 50 more Pakistani na-
tionals are queuing outside the 
Integrated Check Post and may 
be allowed to cross over into 
Pakistan after due clearance of 
customs and immigration au-
thorities.

Pakistan on Friday announced 
it would continue to allow the 
use of the Wagah border cross-
ing for its citizens stranded in 
India

Responding to media queries, 
the spokesperson for Pakistan's 
Ministry of Foreign Affairs ac-

knowledged reports of Pakistani 
nationals, including children, 
stranded at the Attari border on 
the Indian side.

“We are aware of the media 
reports indicating that some Pa-
kistani nationals are stranded at 
Attari. We are open to receiving 
our citizens in case the Indian 
authorities allow them to cross 
the border from their side,” the 
spokesperson said.

The Wagah border will remain 
open for Pakistani nationals 
seeking to return in the future as 
well, the spokesperson added.

However, some other for-
eign nationals who had visa 
to move in their personal ve-
hicles were yet not permitted 
to cross the border and were 
waiting near the Integrated 
Check Post.

PTI, JALNA: The conten-
tious Waqf (Amendment) 
Act, 2025, violates the 
landmark Supreme Court 
judgment on the  “basic 
structure” doctrine of the 
Constitution, a senior Shiv 
Sena (UBT) leader has 
claimed.

Sanjay Lakhe Patil, 
secretary of the Uddhav 
Thackeray-led opposi-
tion outfit, accused the 
Bharatiya Janata Party 
(BJP) of deliberately try-
ing to dismantle the spirit 
of communal harmony - 
what he described as the 
'Ganga-Jamuni Tehzeeb' 
or unifying composite 
culture - by creating di-
visions among communi-
ties.

The Sena (UBT) func-
tionary made these re-
marks while addressing a 
gathering organised by the 
All India Muslim Personal 
Law Board's Jalna unit on 
Thursday.

He claimed the new 
amendment in the Waqf 
Act, passed by Parliament 
last month, violates the 
landmark Kesavananda 
Bharati judgment by the 
Supreme Court, which laid 
down the  “basic struc-
ture” doctrine of the Con-
stitution.

The 1973 Kesavananda 
Bharati judgement on ba-
sic structure doctrine had 
clipped the vast power of 
Parliament to amend the 
Constitution and simulta-
neously gave the judiciary 
the authority to review 

any amendment. The ver-
dict had held though Par-
liament had the power to 
amend the Constitution 
under Article 368, it did 
not have the power to 
emasculate its basic fea-
tures.

The Sena (UBT) leader 
alleged the BJP-led central 
government offered  “big 
packages” to its NDA allies 
-- Bihar Chief Minister Nit-
ish Kumar and his Andhra 
Pradesh counterpart 
Chandrababu Naidu - in 
exchange for their support 
of the Waqf Act in Parlia-
ment.

The Act introduc-
es several reforms 
designed to improve 
transparency, efficien-
cy, and control in the 
administration of Waqf 
properties. Waqf refers 
to personal property 
moveable or immovable 
- that is permanently 
donated by Muslims for 
religious or charitable 
purposes.

“The case (related to 
challenge to the new law) 
is currently being heard 
in the Supreme Court, 
where the Chief Justice 
has posed serious ques-
tions to Solicitor General 
Tushar Mehta,” Patil not-
ed.

The Sena (UBT) lead-
er said BJP MP Nishikant 
Dubey's recent comments 
targeting judiciary and 
Chief Justice of India (CJI) 
Justice Sanjiv Khanna 
were deplorable.

India shares a total of 3,323 km of

PTI, NEW DELHI: Top 
Congress leaders on Fri-
day discussed the situ-
ation arising out of the 
Pahalgam terror attack 
and the caste census an-
nounced by the Centre at 
a crucial meeting of the 
Congress Working Com-
mittee (CWC).

Party general secretary 
Jairam Ramesh had told re-
porters on Thursday that 
the entire Congress Working 
Committee (CWC) would sit 
and discuss the two crucial 
issues before the country.

Sources said the CWC is 
likely to pass resolutions 
seeking concrete action 
against Pakistan following 

the Pahalgam attack and 
for allocating funds to get 
the caste census conducted 
soon as part of the national 
census exercise.

It is also likely to demand 
that there should be a con-
stitutional amendment 
and the 50 per cent cap on 
reservations be removed. 
The CWC is also expected 
to urge the government to 
implement Article 15(5), 
which provides for reserva-
tions in private educational 
institutions.

The meeting was chaired 
by Congress president 
Mallikarjun Kharge and was 
attended among others by 
former party chiefs Sonia 

Gandhi and Rahul Gandhi, 
besides senior leaders in-
cluding AICC general sec-
retary, organisation, K C 
Venugopal and party treas-
urer Ajay Maken.

The meeting comes two 
days after the Centre an-
nounced that caste enu-
meration will be part of the 
next decadal census, with 
the inclusion of caste de-
tails for the first time since 
independence.

Rahul Gandhi had earlier 
said the perpetrators of the 
April 22 attack, in which 
26 people, mostly tourists, 
were killed, must be held 
accountable and the prime 
minister should act firmly.

Congress Working Committe discusses 
Pahalgam attack, caste census

PTI, NEW DELHI: S&P 
Global Ratings on Friday 
cut India's growth projec-

    So far, the econom-
ic fallout from the tariff 
shock has been limited 
to drops in confidence 
indices and declines in 
nominal variables such as 
financial asset prices. It 
has yet to affect the real 
economy other than some 
front-running of imports 
to beat the tariffs.
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
