ISRAEL PLANS TO CAPTURE ALL OF GAZA

UNDER NEW PLAN, OFFICIALS SAY
AP, TEL AVIV: Israel approved plans on Monday to
capture the entire Gaza Strip and remain in the territory
for an unspecified amount of time, two Israeli officials
said, in a move that if implemented would vastly expand
Israel’s operations in the Palestinian territory and likely
bring fierce international opposition. Israeli Cabinet
ministers approved the plan in an early morning vote,
hours after the Israeli military chief said the army was
calling up tens of thousands of reserve soldiers. The new
plan, which the officials said was meant to help Israel
achieve its war aims of defeating Hamas and freeing
hostages held in Gaza, also would push hundreds of
thousands of Palestinians to southern Gaza, what would
likely exacerbate an already dire humanitarian crisis.

Iran unveils new solid-

fueled ballistic missile,
state TV reports

AP, TEHRAN: Iran's defense

ministry Sunday unveiled
the country's latest sol-
id-fueled ballistic missile,
state TV reported, against
a backdrop of threats from
the United States over its
nuclear program.

TV showed the “Qas-
sem Basir” ballistic missile
during an interview with
Defense Minister Gen. Aziz
Nasirzadeh. He said it in-
cludes improvements in
both guidance and maneu-
verability to overcome lay-
ers of defense and easily
bypass anti-ballistic de-
fense systems.

The missile was most re-
cently tested on April 17.

TV described the mis-
sile as having at least a
1,200-kilometer (745-
mile) range. It also said the

missile can identify and :
strike a designated target :

pinpoint accuracy.

CDC reports 216 child deaths this
flu season, highest in 15 years

: AP, NEW YORK: More US
¢ children have died this flu
i season than at any time
i since the swine flu pan-
i demic 15 years ago, ac-
: cording to a federal report
i released Friday.

The 216 pediatric deaths

i reported by the Centers
: for Disease Control and
i Prevention eclipse the 207
i reported last year. It's the
: most since the 2009-2010
i HIN1 global flu pandemic.

It's a startlingly high num-

¢ ber, given that the flu season
i is still going on. The final
¢ pediatric death tally for the
i 2023-2024 flu season wasn't
¢ counted until autumn.

“This number that we

. have now is almost certainly
i an undercount, and one that
- when the season is declared
¢ over, and they compile all the
i data - it's almost certain to
i go up,” said Dr. Sean O'Leary,
¢ of the American Academy of
: Pediatrics.

There are likely several
contributors to this sea-
son's severity, but a big
one is that fewer children
are getting flu shots, added
O'Leary, a University of Col-
orado pediatric infectious
diseases specialist.

The flu vaccination rate
for US children has plum-
meted from about 64 per
cent five years ago to 49
per cent this season.

Flu vaccinations may not
prevent people from com-
ing down with symptoms,
but research shows they
are highly effective at pre-
venting  hospitalisations
and deaths, O'Leary said.

The season has not only
been hard on children. CDC
officials have described it
as “highly severe,” and esti-

mate that so far there have :
been at least 47 million :
illnesses, 610,000 hospital- :
isations and 26,000 deaths

this season.

CDC officials have infor-
mation about underlying
conditions on nearly 5,200
adults who were hospital-
ised with flu this season,
and 95 per cent had at
least one existing health
problem. But among 2,000
hospitalised children with
more detailed health in-
formation, only about 53
per cent had an underlying
condition - including asth-
ma and obesity.

The CDC report did not
say how many of the chil-
dren who died were vacci-
nated. The agency did not
make an expert available to
talk about the flu season.

The good news is that flu
indicators have been wan-
ing since February, and last
week all 50 states were re-
