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Trump admin 
blocks federal 

grants to 
Harvard 

AFP, WASHINGTON: Pres-
ident Donald Trump's 
education secretary said 
Monday that Harvard will 
no longer receive federal 
grants, escalating an ongo-
ing battle with the prestig-
ious university as it chal-
lenges the funding cuts  
in court.

The Trump administra-
tion has for weeks locked 
horns with Harvard and 
other higher education 
institutions over claims 
they tolerate anti-Semi-
tism on their campuses — 
threatening their budgets, 
tax-exempt status and 
enrollment of foreign  
students.

Education Secretary 
Linda McMahon, in a 
letter sent to Harvard's 
president and post-
ed online, said that the 
university “should no 
longer seek GRANTS 
from the federal govern-
ment, since none will  
be provided.”

itage. She has expressed 
a desire for her children 
and extended family to stay 
connected to their cultural 
roots.

The election of Mascar-
enhas and Rebello is being 
hailed as a testament to 
the talent and commit-
ment of the Goan diaspora 
and community leaders 
say their presence in the 
Australian parliament will 
serve to amplify the voice 
and visibility of Goans in 
international forums.

GOA READY TO TAKE PART

Panjim, Vasco, Dabolim and Mormugao to witness exercises aimed  
at preparing citizens for ‘new and complex’ threats
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PANJIM:  Preparations 
were underway in Goa on 
Tuesday for nationwide 
civil defence mock drills 
scheduled for today. The 
drills will primarily be con-
ducted in Panjim and parts 
of Vasco, Dabolim, and the 
harbour area in Mormugao 
taluka.

Speaking to reporters at 
Mantralaya in Porvorim, 
Chief Minister Pramod 
Sawant said, "A video con-
ference meeting chaired by 
the Union Home Secretary 
was held with the Chief 
Secretary, Collectors, and 
the Revenue Secretary, dur-
ing which locations were 
finalised. In South Goa, 
Mormugao, Vasco, and Da-
bolim have been selected, 
and in North Goa, Panjim 
will participate in the mock 
drill. Plans will be prepared 
involving Civil Defence Ser-
vices such as the NCC, NSS, 
Home Guards, Apda Mitra, 
and the general public."

South Goa District Ad-
ministration has informed 
that a mock drill will be 
organised from 4 pm on-
wards. For any queries, 
the District Control Room 

can be contacted at 0832-
2794100/2794223.

The CM recalled that a 
similar drill had been con-
ducted in 1971 during the 
India–Pakistan war that 
led to the creation of Bang-
ladesh. “This initiative is 
being undertaken to sensi-
tise people and keep them 
alert. Both district adminis-
trations are making prepa-
rations. The Home Ministry 
and the Revenue Ministry 
are on high alert."

Meanwhile, Goa Police 
issued a statement warning 
against a fake advisory mes-
sage being circulated on 
social media. "It has come 
to our notice that a false 
advisory is being circulat-
ed online, falsely claiming 
to be an official communi-
cation. The content is mis-
leading and intended to 
create unnecessary panic.

Following the death of 
Pope Francis on April 21, 
133 cardinal electors will 
gather on Wednesday in the 
Sistine Chapel for an elec-
tion that could last hours, 

days, or even months.
They normally stay in 

the Vatican’s Santa Mar-
ta guesthouse, which has 
en-suite bathrooms and 
hotel-style room service, 
but there are not enough 
rooms for them all.

With representatives 
from 70 countries across 
five continents, this con-
clave is the largest – and the 
most international – ever.

As a result, some of the 

cardinals will be housed 
at Santa Marta Vecchia, a 
building next door usually 
used to accommodate Vat-
ican officials.

They will be able to ac-
cess their rooms — as-
signed by drawing lots 
— between Tuesday and 
the mass on Wednesday 
morning that precedes  
the conclave.

Cardinals move into Vatican, 
to go incommunicado

Public sector lender Un-
ion Bank of India spent an 
estimated Rs 7.25 crore to 
purchase nearly 2,00,000 
copies of a book authored 
by former Chief Economic 
Adviser (CEA) Krishna-
murthy V Subramanian, 
according to a media re-
port. The report comes 
amid Subramanian’s recent 
exit from his post as India’s 
executive director at the In-
ternational Monetary Fund 
(IMF), six months ahead  
of schedule.

According to internal 
correspondence cited 
in the report, the bank’s 
central office ordered 
1,89,450 paperback and 
10,422 hardcover copies 
of ‘India@100: Envision-
ing Tomorrow’s Economic 
Powerhouse’, to be distrib-
uted among customers, 
corporates, schools, col-

leges and libraries across 
India. Priced at Rs 350 
and Rs 597 respective-
ly, the total procurement 
cost amounted to over Rs 
7 crore.

A 50% advance was paid 
to Rupa Publications be-
fore the book’s publication 
in August 2024, with the 
rest to be covered through 
the bank’s miscellaneous 
revenue budget.

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PANJIM: A day after a massive 
fire engulfed a dry grass field 
at Cambrabhat, Taleigao — de-
stroying crops, killing reptiles 
and sending residents fleeing 
from their homes — locals have 
expressed serious concern, call-
ing the incident a wake-up call 
for the authorities.

Juliet Fernandes, who lives 
next to the field, described 
the chaos that unfolded. “Our 
house was filled with smoke. 
My neighbour told me to get 
out immediately. I couldn’t 
even pick up my dogs be-
cause they were too scared 
to move. Though the fire has 
been extinguished, it has left 
an impact on us,” she told  
O Heraldo.

In response to the incident, 

local resident Cecille Rodrigues 
has written to the Secretary of 
the Taleigao Village Panchayat, 
urging the formation of an ex-
pert committee to investigate 
the cause of the fire and pro-
pose preventive measures.

“We urge immediate action 
to tackle the recurring prob-
lem of field fires in Taleigao, es-

pecially during the dry months 
of April and May. We request a 
committee meeting involving 
village citizens and relevant 
departments to work together 
toward a long-term solution,” 
Rodrigues said.

Fernandes pointed out that 
fires had occurred in the area 
earlier too, but none matched 

the scale of this incident. 
“This time it was too much. 

Fortunately, my children were 
not at home. Trees like chickoo, 
coconut, mango, and jackfruit 
have all been burnt. It’s heart-
breaking — we plant these trees 
with love,” said Fernandes.

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MAPUSA: The Goa School 
Managements’ Association 
on Tuesday reiterated its 
long-standing demand for 
the sanctioning of full-time 
teaching and non-teach-
ing staff and called for an 
end to the appointment  
of teachers on a contractual 
basis.

Speaking to media per-
sons at the Dnyanprasark 
Vidyalaya hall, association 
action committee convenor 
Prashant Naik alleged that 
for the past three years, the 
Directorate of Education 
has been adopting delay-
ing tactics in sanctioning 
full-time staff in govern-
ment-aided schools.

Naik said school man-
agements are being denied 
approval to fill posts on a 
regular basis, which is af-
fecting the functioning of 
schools. “Certain preferred 
managements are granted 
permissions to fill posts on 
regular or full-time basis,” 
he alleged.

“I am the chairman of 
Shri Nirakar Education So-
ciety at Maxem, Canacona 

which caters to 95 per cent 
of students belonging to 
ST communities. For the 
last three years we are not 
sanctioned regular posts 
and it is impacting stu-
dent learning outcomes,”  
Naik said.

The association has been 
raising this issue since the 
start of the last academic 
year, but their demands 
have fallen on deaf ears. 
Naik pointed out that ear-
lier, when a teacher retired 
and a vacancy arose, school 
managements would write 
to the Directorate of Edu-

cation and receive permis-
sion to fill the post within a 
month. But now the whole 
process has become selec-
tive, he said.

School managements 
are of the view that teach-
ers and non-teaching staff 
appointed on a contractual 
basis are often in search of 
permanent positions else-
where, leading to a lack of 
continuity. They stressed 
that all vacant posts must 
be filled before the start 
of the new academic year 
in June 2025 to ensure 
the smooth functioning of 
schools and in the best in-
terest of students.

Naik demanded that 
school managements be 
allowed to apply directly 
to the Directorate of Edu-
cation and that full-time 
staff be sanctioned to eligi-
ble schools. He also urged 
the State government to 
implement the recommen-
dations of two State-ap-
pointed committees on the 
grants-in-aid pattern and 
the Goa Schools Education 
Act and Rules.
