Terror headquarters of 
banned Jaish-e-Moham-
med, Lashkar-e-Taiba and

PTI, NEW DELHI:  A sense 
of satisfaction and relief 
was collectively shared by 
the families of Pahalgam 
terror attack victims after 
the Indian armed forces 
carried out missile strikes 
on nine terror targets in 
Pakistan and Pakistan-Oc-
cupied Kashmir.

Retaliating against the 
terror attack on April 22, 
in which 26 people were 
killed in south Kashmir's 
Pahalgam town, the Indi-
an armed forces hit the 
Jaish-e-Mohammad strong-

hold of Bahawalpur and 
Lashkar-e-Taiba's base in 
Muridke, among other ter-
ror targets.

Terrorists will think 100 
times before acting again, 
said Rajesh Narwal, father 
of Lt Vinay Narwal, hailing 
India's response.

“I had said that such a 
thing (retaliatory strikes) 
has to be done so that no 
one dares to do such a cow-
ardly act again...the strikes 
carried out on the terror 
targets will resonate in 
their minds forever, Rajesh 
said.

Married about three 
weeks ago, Narwal (26), 
accompanied by his wife 
Himanshi, was on a hon-

eymoon in Pahalgam when 
terrorists shot him at point-
blank range.

Sumathi, the mother of 
Manjunath Rao from Shi-
vamogga in Karnataka who 
was killed in Pahalgam, 
said she did not want her 
son's “sacrifice” to go to 
waste.

“We had faith that Modi 
will make the right de-
cision. Nothing should 
happen to innocents, but 
those who try to oppress 
or indulge in rogue actions 
against us should not be 
spared. My son's sacrifice 
should not go to waste. I 
feel that the right decision 
has been taken,” Sumathi 
told PTI videos.

Pahalgam victims’ families call

PANJIM: Following the 
launch of Operation Sin-
door, India’s answer to Pa-
kistan’s Pahalgam attack, 
Pakistan responded by un-
leashing a wave of disinfor-
mation across social media 
platforms.

In a coordinated effort 
involving state media and 
official accounts, Pakistan 
spread fake news, repur-
posed old images and cir-
culated misleading videos. 
These false claims includ-
ed reports of Indian fight-
er jets being shot down, 
an attack on the Srinagar 

airbase and the capture of 
Indian soldiers.

The Fact Check Unit 
(FCU) of India’s Ministry 
of Information and Broad-
casting swiftly exposed 
this coordinated disin-
formation campaign. The 
FCU debunked at least five 
major fake claims, includ-
ing an alleged BrahMos 

missile malfunction and 
the supposed downing 
of a Rafale jet near Ba-
hawalpur, claims falsely 
supported by an old image 
from a 2021 MiG-21 crash 
in Punjab.

Another widely cir-
culated video, shared 
by Pakistan’s Minister 
Attaullah Tarar, falsely 
showed the Indian Army 
surrendering at Chora 
Post. The footage had no 
factual basis. Additional-
ly, a video claimed to be 
an attack on the Srinagar 
airbase was identified as 
footage from sectarian 
clashes in Pakistan’s Khy-

ber Pakhtunkhwa in early 
2024.

On Wednesday alone, 
Indian authorities flagged 
24 accounts for spreading 
misinformation related to 
Operation Sindhur. Offi-
cials condemned Pakistani 
political figures for ampli-
fying false narratives and 
warned that such actions 
mislead the public and in-
tensify the spread of disin-
formation.

India reiterated that its 
strikes exclusively targeted 
terrorist infrastructure and 
urged citizens to rely on of-
ficial channels for verified 
information.

India deflates Pakistan’s disinformation 
blitz after airstrikes exposes fake videos

PTI, NEW DELHI: India's 
'Nari Shakti' was veritably 
on display during a press 
briefing here on 'Opera-
tion Sindoor' on Wednes-
day, as two accomplished 
woman military officers 
joined Foreign Secretary 
Vikram Misri in giving de-
tails about the precision 
strikes by the armed forces 
on nine terror targets in 
Pakistan and Pakistan-Oc-
cupied Kashmir.

At the briefing held at 
the National Media Cen-
tre, Misri was flanked by 
Col Sofiya Qureshi and 
Wing Commander Vyo-
mika Singh, presenting a 
striking image of a com-
bination of India's prow-

ess in military and diplo-
macy.

Indian military carried 
out a “measured, non-esca-
latory, proportionate, and 
responsible” strike to dis-
mantle terrorist infrastruc-
ture in Pakistan to “deter 
and to pre-empt” any fur-
ther terrorist strikes, Misri 
said, hours after India re-
taliated the Pahalgam at-
tack.

The precision strikes 
were carried out under 
'Operation Sindoor', two 
weeks after the massacre of 
26 people, mostly tourists, 
in Jammu and Kashmir's 
Pahalgam.

After delivering the 
opening statement from 

the government, first in 
Hindi and then in English, 
Misri announced that the 
two officers would be brief-
ing on the broader details 
of the operation.

Col Qureshi from the Ar-
my's Corps of Signals, and 
Wg Cdr Singh, a helicopter 
pilot, shared the names 
and details of the sites tar-
geted in the early hours on 
Wednesday.

The army officer spoke 
in Hindi while the IAF hel-
icopter pilot shared the 
details in English, comple-
menting each other.

The military officers took 
a podium each on the dais 
as Misri took his seat at the 
centre of the dais.

Nari Shakti shines at Delhi 
briefing on Operation Sindoor 

PTI, ISLAMABAD: Paki-
stan's top security body on 
Wednesday said the armed 
forces have been duly au-
thorised to undertake re-
taliation “at a time, place, 
and manner of its choos-
ing” to avenge the loss of 
lives in the Indian military 
strikes.

Pakistan Army spokes-
man Lt Gen Ahmad Sharif 
Chaudhry said at least 26 
people were killed and 
46 injured in the missile 
strikes launched shortly 
after midnight on cities in 
the Punjab province and 
Pakistan-occupied Kashmir 
(PoK).

Jaish-e-Mohammad chief 
Maulana Masood Azhar's 
10 family members and 
four close aides were killed 
in the attack on the out-
fit's headquarters in Baha-
walpur.

A hurriedly called Na-
tional Security Council 
meeting, chaired by Prime 
Minister Shehbaz Sharif 
and attended by cabinet 
ministers, chief ministers, 

all services chiefs and sen-
ior officers, described the 
strikes as “unprovoked and 
an unlawful act of war”.

An NSC statement 
warned that in consonance 
with Article 51 of the UN 
Charter, Pakistan reserves 
the right to respond, in 
self-defence, at a time, 
place, and manner of its 
choosing to avenge the loss 
of innocent Pakistani lives 
in the Indian strikes.

“The Armed Forces of 

Pakistan have duly been au-
thorised to undertake cor-
responding actions in this 
regard, the statement said.

Addressing a session of 
the Parliament later, Prime 
Minister Shehbaz claimed 
that the Pakistan armed 
forces destroyed five In-
dian jets. He, however, did 
not provide any evidence in 
support of his claim.

He lauded the Pakistan 
Air Force and its chief “for 
the swift response”, saying 

that the armed forces had 
prior intelligence about In-
dia's plans.

India launched Op-
eration Sindoor early 
Wednesday hitting nine 
terror targets in PoK and 
Punjab in retaliation for 
the terror attack in Pa-
halgam on April 22 that 
killed 26 people. Citing 
cross-border linkages to 
the horrific attack, India 
had promised severe pun-
ishment to those involved 
in the strike.

Defence Minister Kha-
waja Asif earlier said Paki-
stan is ready to “wrap up” 
tensions with India if New 
Delhi de-escalates the situ-
ation.

“We have been saying 
all along in the last fort-
night that we'll never ini-
tiate anything hostile to-
wards India. But if we're 
attacked, we'll respond. If 
India backs down, we will 
definitely wrap up this 
tension,” he was quoted as 
saying by Bloomberg Tele-
vision.
