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MARGAO: Despite a close 
brush with disaster last 
December, fire safety in 
Margao’s New market re-
mains woefully inadequate, 
putting over 450 shops and 
hundreds of lives at con-
stant risk.

Traders and shopkeep-
ers have raised serious 
concerns over the lack 
of basic fire fighting in-
frastructure, including a 
long-promised overhead 
water tank and function-
ing fire hydrants have re-
mained conspicuously ab-
sent till date. This puts the 
lives of traders as well as 
those visiting the custom-
ers at risk.  

On December 26, 2023, 
a major fire broke out in 
the vicinity of the mar-
ket. While a larger trage-
dy was averted thanks to 
the swift action of alert 
traders and fire-fighters, 
the incident exposed the 
market’s complete lack of  
preparedness.

In the aftermath, a joint 
inspection team under 
the Disaster Management 
Authority recommended 
the urgent installation of 

an overhead water tank 
to supply water to fire hy-
drants. However, nearly five 

months later, no visible pro-
gress has been made.

 “There is no water tank, 

no working fire hydrants. 
If a fire breaks out in the 
market, it will be a catastro-

phe,” warned Damodar 
Gode, President of the Mar-
gao Market Association. He 

confirmed that the traders 
had submitted written re-
quests to the Margao Mu-
nicipal Council (MMC), but 
those appeals have gone 
unanswered. “A site for 
the water tank was identi-
fied, but nothing has hap-
pened on the ground,” he  
added.

Shopkeepers echoed the 
same concerns. “The mar-
ket is in pathetic condition 
when it comes to fire safe-
ty,” said Sobha Gaonkar, 

a local vendor. “In past 
incidents, it was found 
that there was no prop-
er entry for fire engines, 
and the hydrants were of  
no use.”

Rajendra Azgaonkar, an-
other shop owner, stressed 
the urgency of the issue: 
“We have been hearing for 
months that a water tank 
will be built. But to this day, 
there’s not even a sign of 
work starting.”

Adding to the risk is the 
market’s severe conges-
tion. Roads and footpaths 
around the area are heavily 
encroached upon, and there 
is no structured parking, 
which traders fear could 
lead to chaos and a poten-
tial stampede in an emer-
gency.

With fire safety meas-
ures remaining only on pa-
per and no accountability 
from municipal authorities, 
shop owners say they are 
being forced to conduct 
business under constant  
threat.

The Margao Municipal 
Council is yet to respond 
to the growing concerns 
or provide a timeline for 
the long-delayed safety up-
grades.

conditional bail
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MARGAO: Suspended 
Police Inspector of Kon-
kan Railway Police Sta-
tion, Sunil Gudlar, was on 
Wednesday granted con-
ditional bail by the High 
Court of Bombay at Goa. 
The order was passed by 
a single bench presided 
over by Justice Valmiki 
Menezes.

Gudlar is to be re-
leased on a bail bond of 
Rs 1 lakh with one surety 
of the same amount, to 
be executed before the 
South Goa Sessions Court 
in Margao. He was direct-
ed to furnish his Aadhaar 
details, full residential 
address, email ID and a 
functional mobile num-
ber to both the Sessions 
Court and the Investigat-
ing Officer (IO).

Conditions include a ban 
on contacting or influenc-
ing witnesses, a restriction 
on leaving Goa without 
court permission, and the 
surrender of his passport 
if he holds one. Gudlar was 
asked to report to the IO 
every Monday between 10 
am and 1 pm, and on other 
dates upon 24-hour no-
tice, until the chargesheet 
is filed.

The IO has stated that 
the investigation is near-
ing completion, with only 
the complainant’s state-
ment and Gudlar’s voice 
sample pending. The com-
plainant is expected to be 
examined within a week.
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VASCO: A retaining wall 
has been constructed at 
Hollant, Sancoale, follow-
ing sustained pressure 
from local residents and 
intervention by Chief Min-
ister Pramod Sawant.

The move came after 
repeated concerns were 
raised by the public through 
the Velsao-Pale-Issorcim 
village panchayat. A meet-
ing was held involving Chief 
Minister Sawant, Cortalim 
MLA Anton Vas, and former 
panchayat member Roquez-
inho D’Souza, which led to 
the Chief Minister directing 
Indian Railways to take im-
mediate action.

The wall aims to prevent 
erosion and enhance safety 

in the area, which had seen 
increased risks due to on-
going railway works.

Commenting on the de-
velopment, D’Souza criti-
cised some individuals who 
had previously protested 
against the Railways but lat-
er accepted compensation 
and left the affected areas, 
leaving others to face the un-
resolved issues. “Instead of 
clashing with the Railways, 
people should advocate for 
realistic solutions such as 
overbridges, underpasses, 
or retaining walls,” he said.

Local residents have 
welcomed the construc-
tion, which they had been 
demanding for a long time 
due to the hazards posed 
by the proximity of railway 
infrastructure.

after public outcry
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MARGAO: A joint inspection was held 
in Seraulim to tackle potential monsoon 
flooding at two key sites—beneath the 
Western Bypass flyover and near the SG-
DPA wholesale fish market junction. Offi-
cials identified around 60,000 cubic me-
tres of soil obstructing natural drainage, 
left behind during bypass construction for 
temporary service roads.

The meeting, attended by Benaulim MLA 
Venzy Viegas, Seraulim panchayat mem-
bers, PWD officials, and the MVR contrac-
tor, confirmed a 20-day operation would be 
launched to clear the debris once machinery 
is mobilised.

A village-level committee with represent-
atives from Seraulim, Benaulim, and the 
contractor has been formed to oversee the 
work. Locals pointed out areas where water 
flow has been disrupted, causing stagnation 
and backflow into fields and residential 
zones. Damaged bundhs and fallen con-

struction rubble near water channels were 
also flagged for immediate repair.

Viegas warned of severe flooding if work 
is delayed beyond the June 10 deadline, 
noting that a similar meeting in November 
yielded no progress. “This time, we will hold 
officials accountable. The committee will 
document and monitor every step,” he said.

Residents of nearby Mungul have also 
voiced concerns about uncleared debris in 
their area. Kevin D’Souza said, “It’s impera-
tive that the haphazard filling done by PWD 
is reversed. Restoration must be completed 
before the monsoon to avoid further crop 
damage.”

Viegas stressed that no real estate devel-
opment would be allowed on the low-lying 
land reclaimed for the bypass. “Our aim is 
to return this land to its original purpose—
farming,” he added.

D’Souza echoed the sentiment: “We are 
not demanding anything new, only the fulfil-
ment of original commitments made when 
the bypass work began.”

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MARGAO: In a late-night 
enforcement drive, Margao 
police seized two exten-
sively modified Honda cars 
for multiple violations of 
motor vehicle regulations. 
The cars were reportedly 
fitted with tinted windows, 

oversized tyres, modified 
exhaust systems, and ille-
gal hydraulic suspension 
mechanisms.

The operation, led by 
Police Inspector Suraj Sa-
mant, is part of a broader 
initiative to clamp down on 
illegal modifications that 
pose safety risks and dis-
rupt public order.

 “We have seized two high-
ly modified cars and will be 
taking strict action against 
such violations. These kinds 
of modifications are not just 
illegal but also dangerous,” 
said PI Samant. “We will con-
tinue such checks, especially 
at night when such vehicles 
are often seen on the roads.”

Both vehicles have been 
impounded and are currently 
in police custody. The owners 
of the vehicles will be issued 
challans for breaching mul-
tiple provisions of the Motor 
Vehicles Act.

Residents in several 
parts of Margao have raised 
concerns in the past over 
the increasing presence of 
heavily modified cars, par-
ticularly during nighttime 
hours.

BREACH OF LAW
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MARGAO: With the High Court 
monitoring Margao’s sewage man-
agement through a public interest 
petition, the Core Committee over-
seeing compliance has directed 
the PWD’s Sewerage Department 
to study the feasibility of vacu-
um technology in the city’s most 
congested areas. The department 
must submit its report by 15 May, 
along with a detailed plan showing 
which localities are linked to the 
underground sewerage network 
and which remain disconnected.

At a recent meeting chaired by 
MMC engineer Deepak Desai, the 
committee also tasked the PWD with 
submitting an updated sewerage 
map of the city by 8 May, in coordi-
nation with the MMC and SIDCGL, as 
per the High Court’s directive.

The committee reviewed replies 
from 154 households that received 
notices for allegedly discharging 
waste into storm water drains. 
While many claimed to be connect-
ed to the sewer network, the PWD 
has been instructed to verify these 
claims through physical inspection.

The exercise follows growing con-

cern over unauthorised dwellings 
discharging untreated sewage into 
open drains. An inspection at Malbhat 
revealed multiple kutcha houses rent-
ed to migrant workers, completely dis-
connected from the sewerage grid and 
releasing waste into nullahs.

Municipal officials admitted that 
similar unauthorised hutments ex-
ist across the city, including along 
the River Sal embankments. In one 
case, subdivided rental units with-
out sewer links were found to be 
discharging waste directly into open 
drains, raising serious environmen-
tal and public health concerns.

Despite these findings, the MMC 
has yet to create a comprehensive 
list of such structures or plan to 
integrate them into the sewerage 
network. This lack of coordination 
has been repeatedly flagged by the 
Court monitors.

While the MMC is expected to 
act on the pending notices by 15 
May, the vacuum technology study 
is seen as a possible solution for 
areas where traditional pipelines 
are unviable. The committee will 
reconvene after the deadlines to 
assess progress, under the contin-
ued supervision of the High Court.
