Leave cancelled, schools shut

PTI, CHANDIGARH/JAI-
PUR: Amid escalating ten-
sions between India and
Pakistan, many states have
announced the closure of
schools, blackouts in bor-
der districts, and cancella-
tion of leave of police per-
sonnel and administration
officials.

The stringent measures
were taken by Punjab,
Haryana, Rajasthan, Delhi,
Gujarat, West Bengal and
Bihar after India struck ter-
ror infrastructure in Paki-
stan and Pakistan Occupied
Kashmir in retaliation for
the April 22 Pahalgam mas-
sacre that killed 26 people.

Punjab shares a 532-km
border with Pakistan, Ra-
jasthan about 1,070 km
and Gujarat around 506
km. West Bengal shares
a 2,217-km border with
Bangladesh.

In Punjab, the leave of
all police personnel has
been cancelled while the
state  government has
shut schools in six border
districts, officials said on
Thursday.

"Leaves should be grant-
ed only in special circum-
stances with the approval
of the competent authori-
ty," an order issued by the
DGP's office said.

All schools in six bor-
der districts of Punjab —
Ferozepur, Pathankot, Fazil-
ka, Amritsar, Gurdaspur
and Tarn Taran — have

Nipah virus
case confirmed
in Kerala

PTI, MALAPPURAM
(KERALA): A case of Ni-
pah virus has been con-
firmed in Kerala's Mal-
appuram district, health
officials said on Thursday.

State Health Minister
Veena George said the
infection was found in a
42-year-old woman from
Ward 2 of Valanchery mu-
nicipality.

‘Not as fraglle as flowers’: SC raps BJP Nishikant
Dubey for ‘scandalous’ remarks on judiciary, CJI

PTI, NEW DELHI: The Supreme Court has
rapped BJP MP Nishikant Dubey for his remarks
against it and Chief Justice of India Sanjiv Khan-
na, saying they tend to “scandalise” and lower

the authority of apex court.

The top court, in a way, put an end to recent
political debates as to who is supreme whether

Parliament or the judiciary.

“It is the Constitution that is higher than all
of us. It is the Constitution which imposes lim-

its and restrictions on the powers vested in the

three organs. The power of judicial review is con-
ferred by the Constitution on the judiciary. Stat-
utes are subject to judicial review to test their
constitutionality as well as for judicial interpre-
tation. Therefore, when the constitutional courts
exercise their power of judicial review, they act
within the framework of the Constitution,” a
bench of CJI and Justice Sanjay Kumar said.

The top court, which spared the lawmaker

Dubey sparked a row when he said, “(the)
Supreme Court is taking the country towards
anarchy” and that “Chief Justice of India Sanjiv
Khanna is responsible for the civil wars taking

place in the country”.

“We have examined the contents of the as-
