After 17 years, Delhi Police arrests

NEW DELHI: A murder and rape accused, absconding
for 17 years, was apprehended from a moving train

in Maharashtra and brought to Delhi, police said on
Saturday. The accused was identified as Md Alam (43).
He was wanted in a 2008 murder case in Bihar where he
along with his five associates stabbed a man to death,
police said. A murder case was registered against Alam
on October 30, 2008, but he managed to evade arrest,
a senior police officer said. In 2021, Alam's daughter
accused him of raping her and filed a complaint against
him in Delhi's Laxmi Nagar. However, he jumped interim
bail granted on February 28, 2023.

Future terror attacks treated as
‘acts of war: Govt sources

PTI, NEW DELHI: The gov-
ernment decided on Sat-
urday that India will treat
any future act of terror on
its soil as an "act of war"
and respond accordingly,
top official sources said
in a warning to Pakistan
that came ahead of the an-
nouncement of an under-
standing between the two
countries to end the mili-
tary action which started
after the terrorist attack in

Pahalgam.
With this decision, the
government headed by

Prime Minister Narendra
Modi has sought to draw
a red line against terror
incidents and makes clear
that it will follow a similar
military response as it has
after the Pahalgam incident
if terrorists linked to Paki-
stan target India again.

The government's deci-
sion formalises India's firm
response to any future act

A top government source
said, "Any future act of ter-
ror in India will be consid-
ered an act of war against
the country and will be re-
sponded to accordingly."

An "act of war" under
international law refers to

a country's hostile action
against another, giving the
aggrieved nation a legiti-
mate ground to target the
aggressor.

Soon after the assertion,
India announced that the
directors general of mili-
tary operations (DGMO)

of India and Pakistan have
agreed to stop all firings
and military action on land,
air and sea with effect from
5 pm on Saturday.

The DGMO of Pakistan
called the DGMO of India
at 3.35 pm earlier this af-
ternoon, Foreign Secretary
Vikram Misri said. The brief
announcement by the for-
eign secretary came shortly
after US President Donald
Trump said India and Paki-
stan have agreed to a "full
and immediate” ceasefire af-
ter talks mediated by the US.

Modi has chaired a num-
ber of high-level meetings,
including with the security
establishment, since the
hostilities broke out be-
tween the two countries.

Pakistan has since then
attempted to attack a num-
ber of military installations
and civilian population
along India's northern and
western borders.
