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AP, Bukavu: Heavy flood-
ing following torrential 
rains in eastern Congo 
washed away several vil-
lages along the shores of 
Lake Tanganyika, leaving 
at least 62 dead and 50 
missing, authorities said 
Saturday.

Witnesses described the 
floods surging at around 5 
am Friday and sweeping 
away the village of Kasaba 
on the edge of the lake in 
the Ngandja sector. 

The South Kivu pro-
vincial health minister, 

Théophile Walulika Mu-
zaliwa, said by phone that 
the rescue operation was 
hampered by a lack of ser-
vices and a shutdown of 
telephone lines due to the 
flooding.

“Sector chiefs, village 
chiefs and locality chiefs, 
who are also members of 
the local government, are 
on site. The only human-
itarian organisation cur-
rently present is the Red 
Cross. It is not possible to 
give an assessment as body 
searches are continuing,” 

AP, CAIRO: A suspected 
drone strike launched by 
Sudan's paramilitary Rapid 
Support Forces hit a prison 
in the southern region of 
Kordofan on Saturday and 
killed at least 20 inmates, 
authorities said. 

Fifty other detainees 
were wounded in the at-
tack on the main prison in 
Obeid, the capital city of 
North Kordofan, Informa-
tion Minister Khalid Aleis-
er said in a statement.

Aleiser, who is also the 
spokesman of the mili-
tary-allied government, 
accused the Rapid Support 
Forces for the attack, which 
came as the militia esca-
lates drone strikes on the 
military-held areas across 
the country. 

Sudan plunged into civ-
il war on April 15, 2023, 

when simmering tensions 
between the military and 
the RSF exploded into open 
warfare in the capital Khar-
toum and other parts of the 
country. Obeid is 363 kilo-
metres south of Khartoum.

There was no immedi-
ate comment from the RSF, 
which earlier this month 
launched multi-day drone 
attack on Port Sudan, the 
Red Sea city serving as an in-
terim seat for the Sudanese 
government. The strikes hit 
the city's airports, maritime 
port and other facilities in-
cluding fuel storages.

The military earlier 
struck Nyala airport in 
South Darfur, where the 
RSF receives foreign mili-
tary assistance, including 
drones. Local media say 
dozens of RSF officers were 
killed in last week's strike.
