AP, RIYADH: US President 
Donald Trump signed a 
host of economic and bi-
lateral cooperation agree-
ments in Saudi Arabia on 
Tuesday as he kicked off a 
four-day Middle East trip 
with a focus on dealmak-
ing with a key Mideast ally 
while shared concerns 
about Iran's nuclear pro-
gramme and the war in 
Gaza dragged on in the 
background.

Crown Prince Moham-
med bin Salman, the Sau-
di de facto ruler, warm-
ly greeted Trump as he 
stepped off Air Force One 
at King Khalid International 
Airport in the Saudi capital. 

The two leaders then re-
treated to a grand hall at 
the Riyadh airport, where 
Trump and his aides were 
served traditional Arabic 
coffee by waiting attend-
ants wearing ceremonial 
gun belts.

“I really believe we like 
each other a lot,” Trump 
said.

They later signed more 
than a dozen agreements 
to increase cooperation be-
tween their governments' 
militaries, justice depart-
ments and cultural institu-
tions. Additional economic 
agreements were expected 
to be inked later Tuesday at 
a US-Saudi investment con-
ference convened for the 

occasion.
Prince Mohammed has 

already committed to some 
USD 600 billion in new 
Saudi investment in the US, 
but Trump teased USD 1 
trillion would be even bet-
ter. Fighter jet escort

The pomp began before 
Trump even landed. Royal 
Saudi Air Force F-15s pro-
vided an honorary escort 
for Air Force One as it ap-
proached the kingdom's 
capital - an exceptionally 
rare sight.

Trump and Prince Mo-
hammed also took part in 
a formal greeting and lunch 
at the Royal Court at Al 
Yamamah Palace, gathering 
with guests and aides in an 
ornate room with blue and 
gold accents and massive 
crystal chandeliers. 

As he greeted business 

titans with Trump by his 
side, Prince Mohammed 
was animated and smiling. 

It was a stark contrast 
to his awkward fist bump 
with then-President Joe 
Biden, who looked to avoid 
being seen on camera 
shaking hands with the 
prince during a 2022 visit 
to the kingdom.

Biden had decided to pay 
a visit to Saudi Arabia as he 
looked to alleviate soaring 
prices at the pump for mo-
torists at home and around 
the globe. 

At the time, Prince Mo-
hammed's reputation had 
been badly damaged by a 
US intelligence determi-
nation that found he had 
ordered the 2018 killing of 
journalist Jamal Khashoggi.

But that dark moment 
appeared to be distant 

memory for the prince as 
he rubbed elbows with 
high-profile business ex-
ecutives - including Black-
stone Group CEO Stephen 
Schwarzman, BlackRock 
CEO Larry Fink and Tesla 
and SpaceX CEO Elon Musk 
- in front of the cameras and 
with Trump by his side.

Later, the crown prince 
will fete Trump with an 
intimate state dinner at 
Ad-Diriyah, a UNESCO 
heritage site that is the 
birthplace of the first Sau-
di state and the site of a 
major development project 
championed by the crown 
prince. Oil production

Saudi Arabia and fellow 
OPEC+ nations have al-
ready helped their cause 
with Trump early in his 

second term by stepping 
up oil production. Trump 
sees cheap energy as a 
key component to lower-
ing costs and stemming 
inflation for Americans. 
The Republican president 
has also made the case 
that lower oil prices will 
hasten an end to the Rus-
sia-Ukraine war.

But Saudi Arabia's econo-
my remains heavily depend-
ent on oil, and the kingdom 
needs a fiscal break-even oil 
price of USD 96 to USD 98 a 
barrel to balance its budget. 
It's questionable how long 
OPEC+, of which Saudi Ara-
bia is the leading member, 
is willing to keep produc-
tion elevated. 

The price of a barrel of 
Brent crude closed Mon-

day at USD 64.77.
Trump picked the king-

dom for his first stop, be-
cause it has pledged to 
make big investments in the 
US, but he ended up travel-
ling to Italy last month for 
Pope Francis' funeral. Ri-
yadh was the first overseas 
stop of his first term.

The three countries on 
Trump's itinerary — Saudi 
Arabia, Qatar and the Unit-
ed Arab Emirates — are 
places where the Trump 
Organisation, run by 
Trump's two oldest sons, is 
developing major real es-
tate projects. 

They include a high-rise 
tower in Jeddah, a luxury 
hotel in Dubai and a golf 
course and villa complex  
in Qatar.

ISRAEL AND TRUMP AT ODDS OVER IRAN NUCLEAR STRATEGY
AFP, JERUSALEM: Israel is threatening military action against Iran while US President 
Donald Trump pursues diplomacy, exposing a growing rift between the long-time allies 
over how to confront the Islamic republic's advancing nuclear programme. As a fourth 
round of indirect talks between Iran and the US kicked off in Muscat on Sunday, Israel's 
Foreign Minister Gideon Saar emphasised that his country would not allow Tehran, 
under any circumstances, to develop its nuclear programme. "The most dangerous 
regime must not be allowed to obtain the world's most dangerous weapon," said Saar. 
Like Western countries, Israel suspects its arch foe Iran of wanting to acquire nuclear 
weapons. Tehran denies these allegations, defending its right to civilian nuclear en-
ergy. "If military operations are necessary... so be it," said Israeli President Isaac Herzog 
in an interview published this week by the German newspaper Die Welt, while also stat-
ing that he wanted to give "dialogue a chance". In 2015, Iran and several major powers 
signed an agreement regulating Tehran's nuclear development, including uranium 
enrichment, in exchange for the gradual lifting of sanctions that had been imposed on 
the country since the mid-2000s.

AP, DULLES: The Trump 
administration on Monday 
welcomed a small group of 
white South Africans as ref-
ugees, saying they face dis-
crimination and violence at 
home, which the country's 
government strongly de-
nies.

The decision to admit the 
49 people also has raised 
questions from refugee 
advocates about why the 
group should be admitted 
when the Trump admin-
istration has suspended 
efforts to resettle people 
who are fleeing war and 
persecution and have gone 
through years of vetting 
before coming to the US.

The group from South 
Africa, including children 
holding small American 
flags, arrived at Dulles In-
ternational Airport outside 

Washington on a private 
charter plane and was 
greeted by Deputy Secre-
tary of State Christopher 
Landau and Homeland Se-
curity Deputy Secretary 
Troy Edgar.

“I want you all to know 
that you are really wel-
come here and that we 
respect what you have 
had to deal with these last 
few years," Landau told 
the group in a hangar at 
the airport, many of them 
holding U.S. flags. "We re-
spect the long tradition of 
your people and what you 
have accomplished over 
the years.”

President Donald Trump 
told reporters earlier Mon-
day that he's admitting 
them as refugees because 
of the “genocide that's tak-
ing place.”

PTI, BEIJING: China's sen-
ior foreign ministry official

Liu, who is the Director 
General of the Department 
of Asian Affairs of the Chi-
nese Foreign Ministry, met 
Rawat on Monday, a brief 
press release from the min-
istry said.

India carried out precision 
strikes under 'Operation Sin-
door' on terror infrastructure 
early on May 7 in response to 

the April 22 Pahalgam terror 
attack that killed 26 people. 
Following the Indian action, 
Pakistan attempted to attack 
Indian military bases on May 
8, 9 and 10.

India and Pakistan 
reached an understand-
ing on Saturday to end the 
conflict after four days of 
intense cross-border drone 
and missile strikes.

The brief press release 
from the foreign minis-
try said the two sides ex-
changed views on China-In-
dia relations and issues of 
common concern,

This is also what the in-
ternational community 
hopes to see, he said. Chi-

na supports and welcomes 
this latest development,  
he added.

China hopes that India 
and Pakistan will cement 
and continue the ceasefire 
momentum, avoid further 
conflict, properly handle 
differences through dia-
logue and negotiation, and 
return to the track of politi-
cal settlement, he said.

China is ready to stay 
in communication with 
India and Pakistan and 
play a constructive role in 
realising a full and lasting 
ceasefire between the two 
countries and keeping the 
region peaceful and sta-
ble, he said.

Chinese foreign official meets Indian 
envoy amid India-Pak tensions

PTI, DHAKA/NEW DELHI: 
Bangladesh on Monday of-
ficially disbanded deposed 
premier Sheikh Hasina's 
Awami League under an 
overnight revised anti-ter-
rorism law, two days after 
Muhammad Yunus's inter-
im government slapped a 
ban on its “activities” un-
der the previous version 
of the law.

“A gazette notification 
has been issued in this re-
gard today,” home adviser 
Lt Gen (retd) Jahangir Alam 
told a media briefing on 
Monday.

A home ministry official 
said as per the notifica-
tion, the Awami League 
and its affiliated organi-
sations were banned un-
der the Anti-Terrorism Act 
2025 until Bangladesh's 
International Crimes Tri-
bunal (ICT-BD) completed 
the trial of its leaders and 
activists.

He said Section 18 of the 
revised law empowered the 
government to declare any 
“entity” or organisation 
alongside an individual if 

they were found involved in 
terrorism based on reason-
able grounds.

The original Anti-Ter-
rorism Act of 2009 did not 
have the provision of ban-
ning the “entity”.

The Election Commis-
sion (EC), meanwhile, said 
it scrapped the Awami 
League's registration as 
well, disqualifying the par-
ty from contesting polls.

“Today, the Ministry of 
Home Affairs banned the 
activities of Bangladesh 
Awami League and its 
affiliated organisations. 
In continuation of this, 
the Election Commis-
sion decided to suspend 
the registration of Awa-
mi League," EC secretary 

Akhtar Ahmed said hours 
after the government noti-
fication.

Chief Election Commission-
er (CEC) AMM Nasir Uddin 
two days back told reporters, 
"We will have to decide to go 
with the spirit of the present 
Bangladesh."

The Awami League leaders 
were charged with commit-
ting crimes against humanity 
over the deaths of hundreds 
of people during last year's 
anti-government protests by 
a student platform. The pro-
tests resulted in the ouster 
of Hasina's 16-year-long re-
gime on August 5.

On Saturday, the Muham-
mad Yunus-led interim gov-
ernment's Council of Advis-
ers or the cabinet slapped 

a ban on “all activities of 
Awami League”, including 
in cyberspace, under an an-
ti-terrorism law.

It said the ban would stay 
in place until the special tri-
bunal completes a trial of 
the party and its leaders.

The next day, the Awami 
League rejected the inter-
im government's decision 
and vowed to carry on its 
activities in an appropriate 
manner.

Monday's development 
came as Bangladesh over-
night promulgated an 
ordinance banning the 
publication or dissemina-
tion of statements of in-
dividuals or organisations 
charged under a revised 
terrorism law.

On Sunday night, Pres-
ident Mohammed Sha-
habuddin promulgated an 
ordinance amending the 
Anti-Terrorism Act, prohib-
iting any form of publicity, 
including press statements, 
social media content, or 
public gatherings in sup-
port of any individuals or 
entities tried in the act.

Bangladesh bans Hasina-led Awami League

AP, JAKARTA: An explo-
sion during the disposal 
of expired ammunitions in 
Indonesia's West Java prov-
ince on Monday killed at 
least 13 people, including 
four soldiers, military offi-
cials said. 
The cause of the blast was 
not immediately clear.

Members of the Indone-
sian army were carrying 
out the disposal of unus-
able and expired ammu-
nition - which had been 
stored in a military ware-
house centre - in an envi-
ronmental conservation 
area in Sagara village of 
Garut district. 

The initial explosion was 
shortly followed by an-
other blast, said Maj Gen 
Kristomei Sianturi, the In-
donesian military spokes-
person.

Nine civilians and four 
army members were 
killed, Sianturi said, add-
ing that several other peo-
ple were being treated for 
various injuries. 

The cause of the incident 
is still being investigated, 
with a focus on whether 
the standard procedure for 
ammunition disposal was 
followed, Sianturi said. 

The location - vacant 
land under the manage-
ment of West Java's Nat-
ural Resources Conserva-
tion Agency - is far from 
residential areas and of-
ten used for munitions  
disposal.

However, such activities 
often attract the attention of 
nearby residents, who often 
take metal fragments, cop-
per or scrap iron from gre-
nades and mortars, Sianturi 
said, “And there might be an 
unexpected second explo-
sion after that.”

Local television footage 
showed an explosion light-
ing up the sky and thick 
black smoke, followed by 
a second blast a few min-
utes later. Another video 
showed ambulances evac-
uating the injured victims 
and the dead. 

Expired ammunition explodes 
during disposal in Indonesia, 

killing 13 people

AFP, KUALA LUMPUR: Viral images 
of an elephant trying for hours to save 
her calf in vain after it was hit by a 
truck in Malaysia has prompted calls 
for dedicated wildlife crossings in the 
animal-rich country.

The truck collided with the elephant 
calf early on Sunday morning on a ma-
jor highway in the north of the country.

Images of the elephant mother 
trying to move the truck after the in-
cident was one of the most-viewed 
items on newspaper websites - and 

tugged on the heartstrings of many 
Malaysians.

The adult animal was later sedated 
and moved to rejoin its herd while au-
thorities removed the calf's carcass, 
news reports said.

Wildlife activists called on the gov-
ernment to step up efforts to provide 
wildlife crossings on the highway, 
which already has signs warning mo-
torists of the potential dangers.

"Every year we witness tragic in-
cidents where animals like tapirs 

are struck by vehicles while crossing 
roads in search of food," said Lee Lam 
Thye, a prominent former politician 
and wildlife activist.

"These collisions not only result in 
the loss of precious wildlife, but also 
pose a significant risk to drivers," he 
said in a statement to The Star daily 
paper.

The head of the University of Putra 
Malaysia's Road Safety Research Cen-
tre said motion sensors, rumble strips 
and elevated crossings could help.

Elephant death sparks calls for wildlife crossings
AP, ROME: Pope Leo XIV 
met with members of his 
Augustinian religious order 
on Tuesday, visiting the con-
gregation's headquarters 
outside St Peter's Square.
