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DABOLIM RESIDENT DIES IN

ACCIDENT NEAR UTORDA BYPASS

MARGAO: Pandurang Bhagat, 48, from Dabolim, died at
South Goa District Hospital, Margao, following an
accident near Utorda bypass.

Verna Police, after receiving a call from the hospital,
completed legal procedures. Enquiry revealed that while
travelling with his son from his residence towards Margao
railway station on his motorcycle, Bhagat lost control,

hit a roadside sign board, and fell unconscious and was
subsequently declared dead at the hospital.

The panchanama was conducted, and the post-mortem
examination indicated the cause of death as Cardiac tam-
ponade due to a ruptured heart in a person with occlusive
coronary artery disease. The body was handed over to the
family. PSI Pramila Fernandes is investigating the case.

JHARKHAND NATIVE CONVICTED

FOR WIFE'S MURDER

MARGAO: The Principal District and Sessions Court, South
Goa convicted 30-year-old Gulshan Tirke, for the murder
of his wife.

The Maina Curtorim police stated that Tirke stabbed his
wife, 20-year-old Basanti, in their rented room on Diwali.
He absconded but was apprehended later that night. Po-
lice investigations revealed that the couple, originally from
Jharkhand and residing in the St Jose de areal, frequently
quarrelled. Tirke suspected his wife's fidelity, which led to
a fatal argument. He stabbed her with a knife, and she suc-
cumbed to her injuries in the South Goa District hospital.
Fifteen witnesses were examined during the trial, and the
State was represented by Public Prosecutor Sanjay Samant.

GCCI DELEGATION SEEKS UPDATE ON

COMMISSIONING OF BERTHS AT MPT

PANJIM: A delegation from Goa Chamber of Commerce
and Industry (GCCI) has sought detailed update on the
commissioning and operational readiness of Berths No 9,
10, and 11 at Mormugao Port.

According to a statement from the GCCI, the delegation,
led by Chandrkant Gawas, Chairman of the GCCI Logistics
Committee, reached out to Dr N Vinodkumar, Chairper-
son of the Mormugao Port Authority (MPA), requesting a
detailed update on the commissioning and operational
readiness of the berths.

The delegation sought updates on the construction
of berth no 10 and 11, their progress and operational
timelines. Recognizing the cost and time efficiency of
using Mormugao Port for container cargo, the Chamber
emphasized the need for advance notice regarding the
resumption of container operations to help businesses
plan effectively.

The GCCl underlined the importance of a smooth transi-
tion for current stakeholders, including laborers, shipping
agents, and stevedores and urged the MPA to ensure con-
tinuity of employment and business for those presently
engaged at the port. Chandrakant Gawas emphasized
that timely updates and inclusive stakeholder engage-
ment are vital for ensuring sustainable development and
economic growth.

Xeldem farmers face heavy losses due to
non-availability of Salaulim dam water

Flow of water is extremely slow; farmlands left high and dry; newly sown

XELDEM: Farmers in the
Xeldem area are lamenting
over their losses as water
from the Salaulim dam ear-
marked for irrigation has
failed to reach their fields.
The adverse weather condi-
tions and poor water man-
agement has only added
more miseries to the ryots
here.

Though the region is
connected by a 3.5 km Cur-
chorem branch canal, the
flow of water is extremely
slow, leaving farmlands dry
and unfit for cultivation. As
a result, crops have with-
ered and newly sown seeds
have either been scorched
with the summer heat or
feasted upon by rodents
and birds.

One of the most affect-
ed farmers, Sanjay Ga-
was Desai, has reported a
loss of nearly Rs 15 lakh.
He had taken 20 acres of
Devashthan land on lease
for Rs 2 lakh and sowed
seeds which however failed

to sprout due to the ab-
sence of irrigation.

Desai also invested Rs
10,000 in various vegetable
seeds, all of which have gone
to waste. In addition, his
efforts to cultivate fodder
failed completely, leading to
another Rs 25,000 in losses.

The Water Resources De-

partment irrigation canals
in the area are reportedly
dry, with some damaged
and in need of urgent re-
pairs.

Sanjay alleges that de-
spite multiple delegations
to the Chief Minister and
other departments in April,
and several follow-up visits

to the WRD office, officials
have failed to reach out to
them. “The officials keep
dishing out different excus-
es and direct us from one
office to another but have
failed to provide a solution
to our woes,” he said.
Frustrated by the lack
of response, Sanjay has

warned that he would stage
a protest in front of the
Quepem Collector’s office if
water from the canal is not
provided immediately.
Local resident Prashant
Desai highlighted that an-
other sugarcane farmer has
faced huge losses due to the
water crisis. “Many farmers

Other local farmers have

40 made to pay revised fees

Train accident
victim
succumbs
to injuries
PANJIM: In a tragic inci-
dent, a 47-year-old railway
worker, Anand Naik, a res-
ident of Guirim, Mapusa,
succumbed to his injuries
at Goa Medical College,
Bambolim, after being in-
volved in a train accident
at Mormugao Port Author-
ity (MPA) premises. Ac-
cording to police, Naik had
sustained serious injuries
on April 29, 2025, when
he was on duty at the RND
Yard near MPA Gate No 9.
He was initially rushed to
Sub District Hospital, Chi-
calim, and later shifted to
GMC, Bambolim, for further
treatment. However, de-
spite medical intervention,

he succumbed to injuries.

The body was then sent
for postmortem, which
was conducted by a police
surgeon.

The ma-
jor order rescinding the
correction/rectification
of the zone was pertain-
ing to a land admeasuring
89,500 square metres at
Chopdem, Pernem, after

the Brahm Agro Terra
Projects Limited failed to
pay the additional fee of
Rs 7.16 crore, as per the
new notification.

It also rescinded the
earlier correction of zon-
ing for six properties in
the Regional Plan 2021
situated at Sao Jose de
Areal, Verna, Pirna and
three properties at Cor-
talim after property own-
ers failed to pay addition-
al fees demanded by the
TCP department.

The rectifications, car-
ried out under Section 17
(2) of the TCP Act, were
aimed at changing the
land use to settlement
zone. While the owners
had paid a total of Rs 7.3
lakh, the TCP Department
later sought an additional
Rs 84.4 lakh, citing under-
valuation of fees by the
department officials.

Police intensify patrolling along
Calangute-Candolim beach belt

Thieves target tourists on the beach at nights, stolen mobile
phones often end up being sold at ‘Chor Market’ on Fridays

CALANGUTE: In response
to the recent drowning of
a six-year-old at Baga, the
Tourist Police Unit (TPU)
has intensified patrolling
along the Calangute-Can-
dolim beach belt from Baga
to Sinquerim.

The TPU had initiated
regular beach patrols last
December following inci-
dents involving tourists at
beachside shacks. Officials
have now intensified these
efforts, particularly after
sunset when lifeguards go
off duty.

According to the police,
a significant number of
tourists frequent Baga and
Calangute beaches after
dark. They noted that chil-
dren, occasionally unsuper-
vised, may enter the water
to play, posing a consider-
able risk. As a result, pa-
trols have been heightened
post-sunset to advise tour-
ists against staying near the
water’s edge.

Lifeguard personnel have
highlighted challenges dur-
ing peak tourist seasons,
where individuals often
disregard warnings about
swimming in designated
‘no swim zones’. They also
pointed out the dangers of
swimming after consuming
alcohol, a practice observed
among many tourists who
subsequently endanger

Sources also revealed
thataround a dozen phones
are stolen from the beach
almost every night, despite
the presence of police in
the area.

“Locals tourists often get
drunk and end up sleeping
on the beach. Thieves take
advantage of their condi-
tion, rob their valuables
and flee. During weekends,
the number of thefts surge,’
said a cop.

A tourist speaking on
condition of anonymity
stated that every time they
go to report about their
valuables being stolen, the
Calangute police register it
as a missing case.

“This should not be the
case. A theft is a theft and
reporting it as a missing
case will only encourage
thieves to indulge into
more crime. All the cops
need to do is put the num-
ber on surveillance and it
can be traced,” said a tour-

ist from Andhra who was a
victim of theft.

Sources reveal that the
stolen phones are then sold
in the early hours of dawn at
the ‘Chor Market’ on Friday
at Mapusa where migrants
rush to buy fancy phones at
throw away prices.

Calangute PI Paresh Naik
however stated that every
missing phone number
is inserted in the Central
Equipment Identity Reg-
ister (CEIR) portal where
the number is blocked. “If
a phone is activated with
a new number then the
system manages to track
the mobile devices in In-
dia using IMEI numbers,’
said Naik and added that
it helps in combating theft
and fraud by allowing de-
vices to be blocked or un-
blocked based on Interna-
tional Mobile Equipment
Identity (IMEI) status. It is
unique number for iden-
tifying a device on mobile
network.

Decline in charter
tourists: Shack
owners bat for ‘free-
visa-on-arrival’
