PTIPak Hindu woman

PTI, KARACHI: Kashish Chaudhary, a 
25-year-old Pakistani Hindu woman, 
has made history by becoming the 
first female from the minority commu-
nity in Balochistan to be appointed as 
Assistant Commissioner in the restive 
province.

Kashish, who hails from the remote 
town of Noshki in district Chagai in 
the province, qualified Balochistan 
Public Service Commission (BPSC)  
examination.

On Monday, Kashish, accompanied 
by her father Girdhari Lal, met Ba-
lochistan Chief Minister Sarfaraz Bugti 
in Quetta and told him that she would 
work for the empowerment of women 
and minorities, and the overall devel-
opment of the province.

“It is a matter of great pride for 
me that my daughter has become an 
assistant commissioner due to her 
hard work and commitment,” Lal told  
the media.

Lal, a mid-level trader, said his 
daughter had always dreamed of 
studying and doing something for her 
women.

Chief Minister Bugti said, “It was a 
matter of pride for the nation when 
members of the minority communities 
got to key positions due to their hard 
work and effort.”
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India offered 
US a trade deal, 
‘basically zero 
tariffs’: Trump 
New Delhi counters the  

US president’s claim

AGENCIES, DOHA:  In a 
major development from 
Doha on Thursday, US 
President Donald Trump 
revealed that India has of-
fered a trade deal to the 
United States which would 
see “basically zero tariffs” 
on a broad range of Amer-
ican goods, a news agency 
reported.

“India offered US a deal, 
basically zero tariffs,” the 
Republican leader said 
during the second leg of 
his three-nation West  
Asia tour.

Trump’s latest com-
ments follow his earlier 
remarks on April 30, when 
he said that talks with India 
on tariff issues were “going 
great” and expressed con-
fidence in reaching a final 
deal soon. Speaking at an 
event in Michigan, he not-
ed, “India tariff talks are 
going great, think we’ll 
have a deal soon.”

Meanwhile, Trump’s 
claim that India has offered 
to drop all tariffs on goods 

imported from his country 
has been swiftly disputed 
by Delhi.

In a statement to local 
news agencies Foreign 
Minister S Jaishankar 
countered the claim say-
ing talks are still going on 
and “nothing is decided till 
everything is”.

The statement is in stark 
contrast to comments by 
Trump to reporters earli-
er in the day, when he de-
clared Delhi had “offered 
us a deal where basically 
they are willing to literally 
charge us no tariff”.

ANJUNA: Enraged residents 
claiming that private prop-
erty was being destroyed 
and encroached on in the 
name of road widening in 
Anjuna lodged two police 
complaints on Thursday, 
but the cops stayed mute 
spectators as the work con-
tinued unabated. 

O Heraldo reported 
on Tuesday that accord-
ing to PWD and Anjuna 
Panchayat, no work order 
had been issued for the job. 

Multiple Anjunkars 
claimed that the police in-
action was due to the in-
volvement of two MLAs 
— their own Siolim legis-
lator Delilah Lobo and her 
husband, Calangute MLA 
Michael Lobo — in the de-
struction. Some residents 
are now planning to ap-
proach the Goa Bench of 
the Bombay High Court to 
get themselves heard and 
seek justice.

The allegations against 
the Lobos gathered steam 
after a family living in the 
UK claimed that their gate 
and compound wall were 
demolished without their 
knowledge. 

On Thursday, Shalini 
Gomes, who rushed to An-
juna from Gujarat after re-
ceiving alarming reports, 
found an old cross had been 
removed and a new one 
was reportedly being con-

structed on her property on 
Survey No. 484 — allegedly 
without consent from her 
or her family. Confronting 
Michael Lobo at the site, 
Gomes asked, “What is this 
going on? How can you de-

cide to do what you want on 
my land without informing 
us? Please stop the work 
now.”  

Police were seen stand-
ing nearby and watching — 
but they did not intervene. 

Gomes later filed a com-
plaint at the Anjuna Police 
Station.

A day earlier, National

PTI, NEW DELHI: Barely 
48 hours after former CJI 
Sanjiv Khanna demitted 
office, President Droupadi 
Murmu has exercised pow-
ers under Article 143(1) 
used in rarity to know from 
the Supreme Court wheth-
er timelines could be im-
posed by judicial orders 
for exercise of discretion 
by President while dealing 
with the bills passed by 
State assemblies.

The presidential refer-
ence is notable not only for 
its timing — immediately 
following the appointment 
of a new Chief Justice — but 
also for its potential to re-
define the balance of pow-
ers among the executive, 
legislature and judiciary. 
Legal experts view this as 
a rare but constitutionally 
sanctioned move to seek 
clarity on complex issues of 
federal governance and the 
separation of powers.

The Supreme Court’s re-
sponse to these questions 
will have far-reaching im-
plications for the function-
ing of India’s democratic 
institutions and the inter-
pretation of constitutional 
provisions related to the 
legislative process.

Article 143 (1) of the 
Constitution deals with the 
power of President to con-
sult the Supreme Court “if 
at any time it appears to the 
President that a question 
of law or fact has arisen, or 
is likely to arise, which is of 
such a nature and of such 
public importance that it 
is expedient to obtain the 
opinion of the Supreme 
Court upon it, he may refer 
the question to that Court 
for consideration and the 
Court may, after such hear-
ing as it thinks fit, report to 

the President its opinion 
thereon”.

President’s decision 
comes in light of the April 
8 verdict of the apex court 
passed in a matter over 
the powers of Governor 
in dealing with bills ques-
tioned by the Tamil Nadu 
government. 

The April 8 verdict for 
the first time prescribed 
President should decide on 
the bills reserved for her 
consideration by Governor 

within three months from 
the date on which such ref-
erence is received.

In a five-page reference, 
President Murmu posed 14 
questions to the Supreme 
Court and sought to know 
its opinion on powers of 
Governor, President under 
Article 200 and 201 in deal-
ing with bills passed by the 
State legislature.

PTI, CHENNAI: Tamil Nadu Chief Minister M K Stalin 
on Thursday condemned the BJP-led Centre for using 
the Presidential reference route to seek the Supreme 
Court’s opinion on deadlines for Governor over Bills, 
as outlined in a recent apex court judgment, and said it 
revealed the union government's “sinister intent”.

PTI, NEW DELHI:  Every word ut-
tered by a minister has to be with 
a sense of responsibility at a time 
the country is undergoing “such 
a situation”, the Supreme Court 
said on Thursday as it reprimand-
ed Madhya Pradesh minister Vi-
jay Shah who is facing an FIR for 

his remarks targeting Col Sofiya

“What sort of statements are 
you making? You are a respon-
sible minister of the govern-
ment,” Chief Justice B R Gavai told  
Shah's counsel.

The bench, also comprising Jus-

tice Augustine George Masih, said 
the apex court would on Friday 
hear Shah's plea challenging the 
Madhya Pradesh High Court’s May 
14 order directing an FIR against 
him for the comments.
