PHF wants guarantee on visa for

team to participate in Asia Cup

KARACHI: Pakistan Hockey Federation (PHF) wants the
continental body to guarantee visas for its contingent to
participate in the Asia Cup to be held in India from August
27 to September 7, according to an official here. Pakistan's
participation in the tournament, to be held in Rajgir (Bihar),
is in serious doubt because of the tensions between the
two countries after the Pahalgam terror attack, and Hockey
India (HI) has said it is awaiting a government advisory on
the matter. “It is too early to say anything but we will follow
the government'’s directive on this issue, which has been
the case in the past. We can't predict anything right now
especially after the recent barbaric Pahalgam attack and
Operation Sindoor that India conducted following that," HI
secretary general Bholanath Singh had told PTI.

The demonstration sports --
mallakhamb and tug-of-war -- will also be staged, celebrating
traditional Indian sports with coastal flair.

League and Nottingham Forest stayed in the hunt for one with
victories in the Premier League on an emotional afternoon of
farewells for Everton and Jamie Vardy on Sunday.

a 1-0 win over Newcastle and the second automatic Champi-
ons League spot, alongside already-crowned Premier League
champion Liverpool. Five teams below them are battling for the
remaining three places in Europe’s lucrative top club competi-
tion and the fight couldn't be closer with a week left. Newcastle
stayed in third place, tied on points with Chelsea and Aston Villa
and just one point ahead of Manchester City and Forest, which
held on to beat West Ham 2-1 and stay alive in the race for a top-
five finish.That would be a remarkable achievement for Forest,
which narrowly avoided relegation last season.
