2 killed after train
hits pedestrians
in Ohio
AP, FREMONT: Two people
were killed and at least one
person was missing after
multiple pedestrians were
struck by a train in northern

Ohio, authorities said.

The group was hit Sunday
evening in Fremont, near
Lake Erie between Toledo
and Cleveland, WTOL-TV re-
ported.

Fremont Mayor Danny
Sanchez confirmed two fa-
talities, telling reporters
they were a 58-year-old
woman and her 38-year-old
daughter. He said a toddler
was hurt and that the miss-
ing person is a 5-year-old
child. He said crews were
searching the Sandusky Riv-
er near the Miles Newton
Bridge.

Sanchez said the group
was from Fort Wayne, Indi-
ana, and on a fishing trip.

Freemont police said
on X that the bridge was
closed and urged people
to stay away from the area.
Multiple law enforcement
agencies were on the scene.

Email messages seeing
information were sent Mon-
day morning to the Fremont
Police Department and to
Sanchez.

AP, BUCHAREST: An upset
presidential election victo-
ry in Romania on Sunday
by a pro-European Union
centrist over a hard-right
nationalist eased fears
among many in the Balkan
nation that their political
future was being swept up
in the tide of right-wing
populism spreading across
Europe.

Final results from the
presidential race showed
Nicusor Dan winning
53.6 per cent of the vote,
ahead of the hard-right
candidate George Simion,
who during the campaign
portrayed his movement
as championing conserva-
tive values like patriotism,
sovereignty and the fami-
ly, and who styled himself
as the Romanian analogue
to US President Donald
Trump.

Sunday's victory for the
pro-EU candidate marked
a significant comeback in
a tense election that many
viewed as a geopolitical
choice for the former East-
ern Bloc country between
East or West.

mathematician, pro-West-
ern reformist and mayor of
Bucharest, takes over Ro-

Dan's decisive win on
Sunday was a major turna-
round from the first round
of elections on May 4,
where Simion - a nation-

alist who has advocated
for uniting Romania with
neighbouring Moldova
and is banned from en-
tering Ukraine - had near-
ly double Dan's share of
votes to become the clear
front-runner for the sec-
ond round.

Simion's surge to prom-
inence came after Roma-
nia's first attempt to hold
the presidential election
late last year in which
far-right outsider Calin
Georgescu topped first-
round polls.

4 killed, 20 injured in blast in
Pakistan’s Balochistan province

PTI, KARACHI: A bomb ex-
ploded near a market in Pa-
kistan's restive Balochistan
province, Killing four peo-
ple and injuring 20 others,
according to a media report

on Monday.
The blast occurred near
Jabbar Market in Killa

Abdullah district of Ba-
lochistan on Sunday, caus-
ing extensive damage to
the building and triggering
widespread panic.

Several shops collapsed,
and fires erupted in multi-
ple establishments follow-
ing the explosion, The Ex-
press Tribune newspaper

reported.

Killa Abdullah  Deputy
Commissioner Riaz Khan
said four people were killed
and 20 others injured in the
explosion.

He said that the market was
located adjacent to the rear
wall of the Frontier Corps
(FC) Fort. Following the ex-
plosion, a brief exchange of
gunfire occurred between
unidentified assailants and
FC personnel.

Law enforcement officials
sealed off the area and
launched a comprehensive
search and clearance oper-
ation.

No group immediately
claimed responsibility for
the attack.

The injured included a se-
curity guard of tribal elder
Haji Faizullah Khan Ghabi-
zai and several bystanders.
The blast came days af-
ter four Levies personnel
lost their lives in a deadly
gun attack by unidentified
armed men on a check post
in the Nal area of Khuzdar
district.

Indian, Romanian
climbers die on
Nepal's Lhotse

AFP, KATHMANDU: Two
climbers from Romania
and India have died on
Nepal's Mount Lhotse,
the world's fourth high-
est peak, officials said
Monday, taking the num-
ber of fatalities this sea-
son to at least nine.

Romania's Barna Zsolt
Vago, 48, died on Sunday
as he was ascending the
8,516-metre (27,940-
foot) mountain, Liladhar
Awasthi of Nepal's tour-
ism department told
AFP.

He was not using sup-
plemental oxygen.

Ageing Japan tries to beat labour shortage
with autonomous delivery robots

AFP, TOKYO: Japan's
7-Eleven began trialling au-
tonomous delivery robots
in a Tokyo suburb for the
first time on Monday to test
their viability in the rapidly
ageing country.

The country faces grow-
ing labour shortages and
changed its traffic laws in
2023 to allow delivery ro-
bots on public streets. Oth-
er companies, including
Panasonic, have also tested
new machines to transport
goods.

The pilot project by
7-Eleven involves a
wheeled, cart-shaped robot
co-developed by leading
automaker Suzuki and To-
kyo-based start-up Lomby
and covered around 10,000

households in western To-
kyo.

The convenience store
giant has trialled simi-
lar robots remotely ma-
noeuvered by humans but
this was the first trial of
self-driving machines on

public pavements.

Orders placed on a
smartphone app activate
the robot, sending it glid-
ing unmanned towards the
specified home address
at six kilometres per hour
(four mph).

The robots can recog-
nise traffic signals and
other signs on public
roads, although they are
monitored remotely by
human operators who can
intervene in the event of
an emergency.

"If, for example, the robot
is surrounded by people
and finds itself at a loss,
the operator can ask them
through a microphone to
please let it come through,”
a spokesperson for parent
company Seven & i Holding
told AFP.

The trial is slated to run
until February and the ma-
chines are meant to help
sustain 7-Eleven's existing
delivery service that relies
on human drivers.
