PTI, CHANDIGARH:  The 
National Investigation 
Agency, Intelligence Bu-
reau and military intelli-
gence officials are ques-
tioning Haryana YouTuber 
Jyoti Malhotra, who was 
arrested recently on charg-
es of spying for Pakistan, 
police said on Tuesday.

A probe into the You-
Tuber's financial transac-
tions and travel details is 
also underway, they said.

Hisar-based Jyoti (33), 
who ran the YouTube chan-
nel 'Travel with JO', was 
arrested from the New Ag-
garsain Extension on May 
16, and booked under the 
relevant sections of the Offi-
cial Secrets Act and the BNS, 
police said.  Jyoti was among 
12 people who were arrest-
ed from Punjab, Haryana 
and Uttar Pradesh over the 
past two weeks on charges 
of espionage, with investi-
gators pointing at an alleged 
Pakistan-linked spy network 
operating in north India.

A senior Haryana Police 
officer in Hisar said the 

central agencies and mil-
itary intelligence officials 
are also probing her travel 
details, as she had report-
edly visited Pakistan, China 
and some other countries.

An attempt is being made 
to draw a complete chain of 
events to see which coun-
tries she visited and in what 
sequence, the officer said.

Earlier, police said her 
known sources of income 

did not justify her foreign 
travels, adding that her fi-
nancial transactions were 
also under scanner.

A forensic analysis of 
Jyoti's laptop is underway, 
police said, adding that 
they would also question 
those who were in touch 
with the YouTuber.

On Sunday, Hisar SP 
Shashank Kumar Sawan 
said that Pakistani intelli-

gence operatives were de-
veloping Jyoti as an "asset".

She was allegedly in 
touch with a Pakistani offi-
cial posted in the Pakistan 
High Commission in Delhi 
during the four-day mili-
tary conflict between India 
and Pakistan that followed 
the April 22 Pahalgam 
terror attack, the SP said. 
Sawan said while Jyoti did 
not have direct access to 

any information related 
to the military operations, 
she was directly in touch 
with Pakistani intelligence 
operatives (PIOs).

"This is modern war-
fare that is not just fought 
on the borders. We came 
across a new modus op-
erandi wherein PIOs were 
trying to recruit some so-
cial media influencers," the 
SP said.

NIA, IB grilling Haryana YouTuber 
arrested for spying for Pakistan: Police

PROPERTIES OF 4 PAK-BASED TERRORIST 
HANDLERS ATTACHED IN KASHMIR

PTI, SRINAGAR: Properties of four Pakistan-based ter-
ror handlers were attached in Jammu and Kashmir on 
Tuesday, police said. A police spokesperson said three 
properties were attached in the Sopore area of north 
Kashmir's Baramulla district, while a fourth was seized 
in the Awantipora area of south Kashmir's Pulwama 
district. In Sopore, police attached 29 marlas, or around 
8,000 square feet, of land belonging to Arshid Ahmad 
Teli, a resident of Nowpora Tujjar, Firdous Ahmad Dar 
alias Umar Dar, and Nazir Ahmad Dar alias Shabir Illahi, 
both residents of Harwan, the spokesperson said. The 
attachment was made under Sections 82 and 83 of 
the CrPC by Sopore police in coordination with the 
revenue authorities.

ASSAM: 73 PAKISTANI AGENTS ARRESTED 
POST PAHALGAM TERROR ATTACK

PTI, GUWAHATI:  Two more people have been ap-
prehended from various parts of Assam for allegedly 
working as "Pakistani agents", taking the total number of 
such arrests to 73 after the Pahalgam terror attack, Chief 
Minister Himanta Biswa Sarma said on Tuesday. In a post 
on X, Sarma said one person each was arrested from 
Chirang and Hojai districts. "Like #OperationSindoor, 
our mission to track and punish Anti-nationals is going 
on... 73 Pakistani agents are behind bars now," he added.
Earlier, opposition AIUDF MLA Aminul Islam was arrested 
on sedition charges for allegedly defending Pakistan 
and its complicity in the Pahalgam terror attack. After 
getting bail in the case, Islam was detained under the 
National Security Act (NSA).

PTI, (JHARKHAND):  
Five people, including 
a minor, were arrest-
ed for allegedly raping 
a 16-year-old girl in 
Jharkhand's Dumka 
district, police said.

They were apprehend-
ed and produced before a 
court here on Tuesday, a 
senior officer said. Four 
of them were remanded 
to judicial custody, while 
the minor was sent to 
a juvenile correctional 
home, he said.

The incident oc-
curred on May 16 un-
der the Mufassil Po-
lice Station limits, he 
said. The girl lodged 
a complaint with the 
police station on May 
17, claiming that she 
had gone to a relative's 
house for a marriage 
ceremony, where a man 
forcibly took her to a 

16-year-old girl gang-
raped in J’khand, 5 held

deserted place.
The victim alleged that 

she was raped by the per-
son and his four associates.

"Based on an FIR, a team 
was set up and all five ac-
cused were arrested on 
Monday. They were pro-
duced before the court 
on Tuesday. Four of them 
were sent to jail, and the 
minor was sent to a juve-
nile correctional home," 
Mufassil Police Station in-
charge Satyam Kumar said.

PTI, NEW DELHI:  The 
Supreme Court on Tues-
day directed all the states 
and union territories to 
identify officers in the De-
partment of Women and 
Child Development at the 
district and taluka levels 
and designate them as pro-
tection officers.

A protection officer is 
an appointed individual 
tasked with ensuring the 
safety and well-being of 
victims of domestic vio-
lence.

A bench of Justices B 

V Nagarathna and Satish 
Chandra Sharma directed 
the chief secretaries of the 
states, UTs and the secre-
taries of the Women and 
Child/Social Welfare De-
partments to coordinate 
and ensure the designation 
of officers as protection of-
ficers under the Domestic 
Violence Act.

"They shall also take 
steps to discharge their 
duties under Section 11 
by giving wide publicity 
through media to promote 
awareness about the pro-

visions of the Act, ensure 
effective coordination of 
services under the Act, and 
implement its provisions," 
it said.

The bench directed for 
the exercise to be com-
pleted within six weeks 
from today in areas where 
protection officers weren't 
designated. 

"The states shall ensure 
the availability of service 
providers, help groups, 
and shelter homes for dis-
tressed women. The re-
spondent states shall also 

identify shelter homes 
for this purpose," the top 
court added.

Underlining the right 
under the Legal Servic-
es Authorities Act, the 
bench ordered the mem-
ber secretary of National 
Legal Services Authority 
to instruct all member 
secretaries of the state le-
gal services authorities to 
spread awareness among 
women about their right 
to free legal aid and advice 
under the Domestic Vio-
lence Act.

PTI, NEW DELHI:  The Cen-
tre has given yet another 
extension - till November 
20, 2025 - to a commission 
of inquiry for submitting its 
report on the investigation 
into the series of violence 
in Manipur that began in 
May 2023 and claimed at 
least 260 lives. 

The commission of in-
quiry, headed by former 
chief justice of the Gauhati 
High Court Ajai Lamba, was 
formed on June 4, 2023. 

The panel, also com-
prising retired IAS officer 
Himanshu Shekhar Das 
and retired IPS officer Alo-
ka Prabhakar, was mandat-
ed to probe the causes and 
spread of the violence and 
riots targeting members 
of different communities, 
which broke out in Mani-
pur on May 3, 2023.

The commission was sup-
posed to submit its report 
to the Central government 
"as soon as possible but not 
later than six months from 
the date of its first sitting", 
the notification issued on 
June 4, 2023, said. 

The panel has been ex-
tended twice since then. In 
its last extension, the Min-
istry of Home Affairs gave 
the commission time till 
May 20, 2025, to submit its 
report. "The commission 
shall submit its report to 
the Central government as 
soon as possible but not 
later than November 20, 
2025,” the MHA said in the 
latest notification. 

The inquiry shall look 
into the complaints or alle-
gations that may be made 
before it by any individual 
or association, the MHA said.

Central drugs body 
flags 60 substandard 
drugs in April alert

PTI, NEW DELHI:  The 
Central Drugs Laborato-
ries have mentioned 60 
drug samples of various 
firms to be "not of stand-
ard quality" in its month-
ly drug alert for April, 
Health Ministry officials 
said on Tuesday.

They also said the state 
drugs testing laboratories 
have identified 136 drug 
samples as not of stand-
ard quality.

A list of 'Not of Stand-
ard Quality (NSQ)' drugs 
is displayed on the Cen-
tral Drugs Standard Con-
trol Organisation (CD-
SCO) portal each month 
under routine regulatory 
surveillance activity.

Officials said drug sam-

ples are identified as NSQ 
if they fail in one or more 
specified quality parame-
ters.

The failure is specific 
to the drug products of 
the batch tested by the 
government laboratory 
and it does not warrant 
any concerns on the other 
drug products available 
in the market, an official 
clarified.

In the April 2025 alert, 
one drug sample from 
Bihar was identified as 
spurious. It was manu-
factured by an unauthor-
ised manufacturer using a 
brand name owned by an-
other company, an official 
said, adding the matter 
was under investigation.
