PTI, MOSCOW:  A flight 
carrying a delegation 
of Indian parliamen-
tarians among other 
passengers had an ar-
rival delay of around 40 
minutes on Thursday in 
view of brief shutting of 
airports in the Russian 
capital following a bar-
rage of overnight drone 
strikes, people familiar 
with the matter said.

Russian authorities 
said 153 flights were im-
pacted due to what they 
called "temporary flight 
restrictions".

The Russian capital had 
become the target of doz-
ens of Ukrainian drone at-
tacks forcing closure of all 
airports, the people cited 
above said.

Some of the flights were 
diverted to different air-
ports, it is learnt.

There is no official 
statement by Russian au-
thorities on the specific 
reasons for the flight de-
lays.

The flight carrying the

AP, SEOUL: North Korea 
is seeking to arrest those 
responsible for the failed 
launch of its second na-
val destroyer, as it denied 
the warship suffered 
major damage  a claim 
quickly met with outside 
scepticism. 

A statement from North 
Korea on its handling of 
the botched launch came 
after leader Kim Jong Un 
expressed fury over the 
incident that he said was 
caused by criminal negli-
gence. The main military 
committee said Friday 
that those responsible 
would be held accounta-
ble for their “unpardon-
able criminal act.” 

Satellite imagery on 
the site showed the ves-
sel lying on its side and 
draped in blue covers, 
with parts of it sub-
merged. North Korea 
says it will take about 10 
days to repair the dam-
age, but outside observ-
ers question that time-
frame because damage to 

the ship appeared much 
worse than what North 
Korea claims. 

North Korea's state 
media said Friday the 
severity of the damage to 
the 5,000-ton-class de-
stroyer was "not serious" 
as it cancelled an earlier 
assessment that the bot-
tom of the hull had been 
left with holes. 

It said the hull on 
the starboard side was 
scratched and some sea-
water had flowed into 
the stern section. It said 
it needs a total of 10 days 
to pump out the seawa-
ter, set the ship upright 
and fix the scratches.

It's almost impossible 
to verify the assessment 
because of the extremely 
secretive nature of North 
Korea. It has a history of 
manipulating or cover-
ing up military-related 
setbacks, policy fias-
coes and other mishaps, 
though it has periodical-
ly acknowledged some in 
recent years.

Lee Illwoo, an expert 
with the Korea Defence 
Network in South Korea, 
said the North Korean war-
ship likely suffered much 
worse damage, including 
the flooding of its engine 
room located in the stern 
section, and holes in the 
starboard. 

He said North Korea 
could simply set the ship 
upright, paint it over and 
claim the ship has been 
launched, but that repairs 
could take more than a year 
as the replacement of an 
engine requires cutting the 

hull.
According to the North 

Korean account, the de-
stroyer was damaged when 
a transport cradle on the 
ship's stern detached early 
during a launch ceremony 
at the northeastern port of 
Chongjin on Wednesday. 

Moon Keun-sik, a navy 
expert who teaches at 
Seoul's Hanyang University, 
said North Korean workers 
are probably not familiar 
with launching a 5,000-ton-
class warship, which is a 
few times heavier than its 
existing main navy ships.
