French court blocks Telegram founder

from Norway trip

PARIS: Telegram founder Pavel Durov has been denied
arequest to travel from France to Norway for a rights
conference, the organisers said on Saturday.

Durov, 40, was detained in Paris in 2024 and is under
formal investigation over illegal content on his popular
messaging service. He had been due to speak at the
Oslo Freedom Forum on Tuesday, addressing the annual
gathering on the subject of free speech, surveillance
and digital rights. But organisers the Human Rights
Foundation said he had been stopped from travelling in
person by a French court. He will now address the event
virtually, they added.

Iraq's water reserves lowest in

80 years: official

BAGHDAD: Iraq's water reserves are at their lowest in 80
years after a dry rainy season, a government official said
Sunday, as its share from the Tigris and Euphrates rivers
shrinks. Water is a major issue in the country of 46 million
people undergoing a serious environmental crisis because
of climate change, drought, rising temperatures and
declining rainfall. Authorities also blame upstream dams
built in neighbouring Iran and Turkey for dramatically
lowering the flow of the once-mighty Tigris and
Euphrates, which have irrigated Iraq for millennia. "The
summer season should begin with at least 18 billion cubic
meters... yet we only have about 10 billion cubic meters,’
water resources ministry spokesperson Khaled Shamal
told AFP.

Vietnam police detain man over

damage to ancient throne

HANOI: Vietnamese police have detained a man who
broke into a history exhibit and damaged an antique
throne considered to be one of the nation's most precious
artefacts, conservation officials said on Sunday.

The ornate red-and-gold Nguyen dynasty throne was

the royal seat of the last feudal family to rule Vietnam
between 1802 and 1945 and has been preserved for
posterity in Hue city's Thai Hoa Palace. A 42-year-old man
“snuck into the Nguyen dynasty display area, screamed
and then broke the front left armrest” around midday

on Saturday, a statement from the Hue Monuments
Conservation Centre (HMCC) said.

Spain hosts European, Arab nations to

pressure Israel on Gaza

MADRID: The international community should look to
sanction Israel to stop the war in Gaza, Spain's foreign
minister said, as European and Arab nations gathered in
Madrid on Sunday to urge a halt to its offensive.Some

of Israel's longstanding allies have added their voices to
growing international pressure after it expanded military
operations against Gaza's Hamas rulers, whose 2023
attack on Israel sparked the devastating war.A two-month
aid blockade has worsened shortages of food, water, fuel
and medicine in the Palestinian territory, stoking fears of
famine.Aid organisations say the trickle of supplies Israel
has recently allowed to enter falls far short of needs.

10 dead in Colombia university

outing bus accident

COLOMBIA: Afield trip by students and their professors
ended in tragedy Saturday when their bus crashed in western
Colombia, killing at least 10 people and injuring 11, their
university said. The bus driver lost control of the vehicle as

it carried 26 passengers from Tolima to Quindio, according
to a preliminary investigation.Several people were thrown
from the bus when it sammed into the barrier on the side of
the Helicoil Bridge in the Quindio region, police commander
Luis Fernando Atuesta said. "Several passengers were

ejected and fell into the abyss," the officer said, adding that
investigations were underway to "establish the conditions of
this unfortunate accident.”

Man killed by automatic gunfire in

French city of Dijon

LYON: A 29-year-old man was fatally shot overnight in the
eastern French city of Dijon, the local prosecutor said on
Sunday, adding that a gangland killing was suspected.
The southern Chenove district where the killing occurred
was known for drug trafficking, the prosecutor, Olivier
Caracotch, said in a statement. "A dozen shell casings
used by an automatic weapon” were found in the street
where the killing took place, he said. Nearby vehicles and
a third-floor apartment were hit by some of the shots,
but there were no other casualties, he said. The police
criminal investigation unit determined the shooter had
approached a group that included the victim around
midnight, opened fire, then escaped by car.

Russia’s largest drone,
missile attack on Kyiv, 12 die

AP, KYIV: A massive Rus-
sian drone-and-missile
attack targeted the Ukrain-
ian capital, Kyiv, and other
regions in the country for
a second consecutive night,
killing at least 12 people
and injuring dozens, offi-
cials said early Sunday.

The scale of the onslaught
was stunning - Russia hit
Ukraine with 367 drones
and missiles, making this
the largest single attack of
the more than three-years-
long war, according to Yuriy
Ihnat, a spokesperson for
Ukraine's Air Force.

In all, Russia used 69
missiles of various types
and 298 drones, including
Iranian-designed  Shahed
drones, he told The Associ-
ated Press.

It was “the most massive
strike in terms of the num-
ber of air attack weapons
on the territory of Ukraine
since the beginning of the
full-scale invasion in 2022,
Thnat said.

There was no immediate
comment from Moscow.

For Kyiv, the day was par-
ticularly sombre as the city
observes Kyiv Day, a nation-
al holiday that falls on the
last Sunday of May com-
memorating its founding in
the 5th century.

Ukrainian President Vo-
lodymyr Zelenskyy said
that Russian missiles and
drones hit more than 30
cities and villages across
Ukraine and urged Western
partners to ramp up sanc-

tions on Russia.

That has been a
long-standing demand of
the Ukrainian leader but
one that - despite warnings
to Moscow by the United
States and Europe - have
not materialised in ways to
deter Russia.

Zelenskyy wrote on X
