He was being held "on suspicion of 
attempted murder, dangerous driv-
ing and driving while unfit through 
drugs," assistant chief constable Jen-
ny Sims told a press conference.

Messages of support flooded in 
Tuesday from around the world.

"Our thoughts and prayers are 
with all those who are injured and 
affected. You'll never walk alone," 
said former Liverpool manager Jur-
gen Klopp.
