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PTI, NEW DELHI: The Su-
preme Court collegium has 
recommended transfer of 
chief justices of Rajasthan, 
Tripura, Jharkhand and 
Madras High Court.

The collegium, headed 
by Chief Justice of India 
B R Gavai, decided to rec-
ommend the transfer in a 
meeting held on May 26.

A resolution uploaded 
on the apex court website 
stated that Justice Manin-
dra Mohan Shrivastava has 
been transferred from Ra-
jasthan to the Madras High 
Court, while Justice Apa-
resh Kumar Singh has been 
transferred from Tripura to 
the Telangana High Court

Justice MS Ramachan-
dra Rao has been trans-
ferred from Jharkhand to 
the Tripura High Court 
and Justice KR Shriram 
has been sent from Ma-

dras to the Rajasthan High 
Court.

The collegium has also 
recommended transfer of 
Justice Tadakamalla Vinod 
Kumar to the Madras High 
Court from the Telangana 
High Court.

The collegium, headed 
by CJI Gavai, decided to rec-
ommend the transfer in a 
meeting held on May 26.

Born on November 17, 
1964, Justice Kumar did his 
initial schooling at Surya-
pet in Nalgonda district 
and thereafter in Hydera-
bad.

He obtained Bachelor of 
Arts degree and LL.B. from 
Osmania University.

Justice Kumar enrolled 
as an advocate in 1988 in 
the Bar Council of Andhra 
Pradesh and joined in the 
chambers of senior advo-
cate Ravi.

SC collegium 
recommends transfer 

of 4 chief justices 

PTI, NEW DELHI: In a ma-
jor relief for former SEBI 
chief Madhabi Puri Buch, 
anti-corruption ombuds-
man Lokpal on Wednesday 
disposed of complaints 
against her based on a 
Hindenburg Research re-
port, terming the charges 
as "presumptions and as-
sumptions" not supported 
by any verifiable material.

The Lokpal said that the 
complaints alleging im-
propriety and conflict of 
interest, including the one 
by TMC MP Mahua Moitra, 
filed last year were essen-
tially founded on the report 

"by a known short seller 
trader whose focus was 
to expose or corner Adani 
Group of Companies".

In its report published on 
August 10, 2024, Hinden-

burg Research alleged that 
Buch and her husband had 
stakes in obscure offshore 
funds used in the alleged 
money-siphoning scandal 
involving the Adani Group.

They had denied the 
allegations saying the 
short-seller was attacking 
the capital markets regu-
lator's credibility and at-
tempting a character assas-
sination.

The Adani Group had 
also termed the allegations 
as malicious and manip-
ulation of selective public 
information.

In its Wednesday order, 
the Lokpal "concluded 
that the allegations in the 
complaint(s) are more on 
presumptions and assump-
tions and not supported by 
any verifiable material and 

do not attract the ingredi-
ents of the offences... so as 
to direct an investigation 
therefor".

Accordingly, these com-
plaints are disposed of, said 
the order by a six-member 
bench headed by Lokpal 
chairperson Justice A M 
Khanwilkar.

Buch, who took over as 
the chief of the Securities 
and Exchange Board of In-
dia (SEBI) on March 2, 2022, 
demitted office on February 
28, this year after the com-
pletion of her tenure.

Referring to an earlier 
order in this regard, the 

Lokpal gives clean chit to former 
SEBI chief Madhabi Puri Buch

Lokpal said that the Hin-
denburg report by itself 
cannot be made the sole 
basis to escalate action 
against Buch.

The Lokpal had on No-
vember 8, last year sought 
Buch's "explanation" on 
the complaints filed by 
Moitra, a Lok Sabha mem-
ber, and two others.
