Court acquits man accused of raping daughter

with special needs due to lack of evidence
PANJIM: A Fast Track Special Court (POCSO) in Goa
has acquitted a man accused of sexually assaulting

his 19-year-old daughter with special needs, citing
insufficient evidence to support the prosecution's
claims. Presiding Judge Durga Madkaikar ruled that
the prosecution failed to establish the charges beyond
reasonable doubt. The court's decision was based on the
medical examination, which revealed no signs of sexual
assault—specifically, the hymen was intact, and no
physical injuries were found on the victim's body.

In her judgment, Judge Madkaikar highlighted
significant discrepancies in the victim's statements
during cross-examination, which undermined the
credibility of the allegations. Furthermore, the court
noted that the prosecution’s case was primarily based
on the testimonies of investigating officers, while
statements made by teachers were considered hearsay
and inadmissible as concrete evidence. Given the
absence of substantial proof and the inconsistencies in
witness statements, the court extended the benefit of
the doubt to the accused and ordered his acquittal.

66-year-old dies after fall while

repairing garage in Borim

PONDA: Vassant Naik, 66, resident of Ponda, has died
while undergoing treatment at Goa Medical College
(GMC), Bambolim, following a fall from a height at
Borim. Police enquiries at GMC revealed that the
deceased had been admitted after falling while repairing
a garage shed at his residence. An inquest panchanama
was conducted which was subsequently sent for post-
mortem examination. The police surgeon opined the
cause of death as “head injury associated with blunt
chest trauma consequent to blunt force impact from
surface and/or object.” After the post-mortem, the body
was handed over to family members for final rites in
accordance with their religious customs. The enquiry
was conducted by LPSI Anjali H Dhulapkar of Ponda
Police Station.

Man found dead in nullah at Kavlem

after suspected fall from bridge

PONDA: Shekhar Naik, 58, resident of Kavlem, Ponda,
was found dead in the Kapileshwari nullah beneath the
bridge at Velop-Kavlem. According to the deceased's
family, he was known to consume alcohol regularly

and often sat on the said bridge. It is suspected that
while returning home the previous day, he may have
fallen from the bridge, resulting in his death. The family
members have stated they do not suspect any foul play.
Police conducted a scene of UD occurrence panchanama
and an inquest panchanama over the deceased’s body,
which was then sent for post-mortem examination.

The Police Surgeon determined the cause of death

to be "asphyxia as result of drowning." Following the
examination, the body was handed over to the family for
disposal as per religious rites. The enquiry was carried
out by PSI Krishna Gawas of Ponda Police Station.

Ponda man dies after self-accident

PONDA: Krishna Jalmi, a resident of Querim-Ponda, died
at GMC Bambolim following injuries sustained in a self-
accident involving his scooter. The incident occurred on
24 May while Jalmi was returning home from his shop.
He reportedly lost control, slipped and suffered serious
injuries. He succumbed to his injuries in the casualty
ward at GMC Bambolim. An autopsy confirmed death
due to "damage to head, brain and chest consequent to
blunt force impact.” PSI Zaki Hussain of Mardol Police
Station is conducting further inquiry.

Assolna man dies after fall at home;

police rule out foul play

MARGAO: Joseph Miranda, 62 and a resident of Assolna,
has died at Goa Medical College (GMC), Bambolim, after
reportedly suffering a self-inflicted fall at his residence,
Cuncolim Police confirmed. Upon receiving information
from the Casualty Police at GMC Bambolim, a team
from Cuncolim Police Station rushed to the hospital
and conducted an inquest panchanama. The body was
then subjected to post-mortem examination. According
to the Police Surgeon, the cause of death was due to a
head injury consequent to blunt force impact by surface
and/or object. Police have ruled out any foul play in

the incident and the body has been handed over to the
family for final rites.

Hyderabad history-sheeter remanded

to 7-days police custody

PANJIM: Abdul Altaf, a 25-year-old history-sheeter from
Hyderabad, has been remanded to seven days of police
custody by the Judicial Magistrate First Class (JMFC) court
in connection with the alleged murder of Dheeru Sharma,
a security personnel from Madhya Pradesh. The incident
occurred in the early hours of Thursday at a casino located
in Campal-Panjim.

According to police sources, Altaf is the prime suspect

in the fatal attack on Sharma, which has sparked serious
concerns over casino security and criminal elements
operating in the area. Panjim police are continuing their
investigation into the motive behind the murder and any
potential accomplices. Altaf's custodial interrogation is

Ponda council demolishes Portuguese-era shops

Owners claim to be selectlvely targeted demand justlce for destroyed livelihood; PMC says notices issued

PONDA: The Ponda Mu-
nicipality has cleared eight
roadside shops—Ilocal-
ly known as gaddas (ki-

osks)—dating back to the £

Portuguese era, citing a
recent High Court (HC) di-
rective to remove highway
encroachments across Goa.
The demolition has sparked
outrage among the affected
shop owners, who claim
they were neither properly
rehabilitated nor treated
fairly.

Shocked and distressed
the owners have demanded
justice from the Chief Min-
ister of Goa, alleging that
their livelihoods have been
destroyed overnight.

According to the Ponda
Municipal Council (PMC),
the demolition was carried
out in a road widening zone
based on a recent HC order
directing the removal of
encroachments from major
highways and roadsides.
However, the gadda own-
ers claim they were legally
operating since the Portu-
guese era.

“This action is unjust
and without proper reha-
bilitation,” said several af-
fected shopkeepers. They
expressed concern over
the selective nature of the
clearance. “In the same row,
an old building, a religious
structure and a staircase
remain untouched. In such
a situation, how is road
widening possible?” they
questioned.

The shop owners further
asserted that they had been
conducting business for
over six decades. “There are
many encroachments along
the roadside here. Why

The affected vendors
have submitted a written
request seeking rehabilita-
tion or permission to reset-
tle near the old Shastri Hall
building site, which was re-
cently demolished.

Municipal Engineer Vis-
hant Naik confirmed that
the demolition was execut-
ed as per High Court direc-
tions concerning roadside
encroachments on national
highways, major internal
roads and within the city.
“Notices had been served

earlie;, and the gaddas
were removed accordingly,”
he said.

Naik added that the PMC
had earlier attempted to
remove the structures, but
the shop owners had ap-
proached the District Court
where the matter remained
pending. “We had offered to
relocate them to the Ponda
Market Complex and Indira
Market, but they refused,”
he said.

However, an owner
countered this claim: “The
Indira Market is in a dilap-
idated state, and there is
no possibility of attracting
customers there. We had no

choice but to reject the re-
location offer”
