Inter Kashi set to move to Court of Arbitration for Sport again

AMENDMENTS TO REGULATIONS ON
STATUS AND TRANSFER OF PLAYERS

PTI, NEW DELHI: The AIFF on Saturday announced a set of
amendments to its regulations on the status and transfer of play-
ers, which will come into effect from June 1.

The AIFF said it focuses on enhancing player welfare, support-
ing women's football and youth football more effectively, and
improving regulatory transparency.

“A standout feature of the updated regulations is the increased
attention to the rights and well-being of female players,” the
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MARGAO: The Appeals Com-
mittee of All India Football
Federation (AIFF) headed by
Hon Justice (Retd) Rajesh Tan-
don on Saturday upheld the
protests lodged by I-League
clubs Churchill Brothers, Nam-
dhari FC and Real Kashmir
against Inter Kashi for field-
ing an ineligible foreign player
Mario Barco in their I-League
2024-25 championship.

Following the order of the
AIFF Appeals Committee, the
Churchill Brothers have been
awarded two additional points,
Namdhari FC have secured
three additional points and
Real Kashmir have secured a
superior match result.

Inter Kashi lose four points
for now, besides altering the
goal difference. Consequent-
ly, Inter Kashi’s appeal in the
Namdhari FC dispute in the
Court of Arbitration for Sport
(CAS) will not change the
championship’s fate.

Justice Tandon and AK Trip-
athi, District Judge and Priyan-
ka Mishra, lawyer and member,
have unanimously ruled that
the AIFF Competition Commit-
tee’s decision to reject Inter
Kashi’s request to re-register
Mario Barco, who had opted
out due to injury, was correct.

The AIFF League Committee
had presented a letter dated
February 15, 2025 overruling
the Competition Committee’s
decision. As the letter had not

The CAS had stayed the
AIFF’s decision while hearing
the appeal from Inter Kashi.

President of the CAS Appeals
Arbitration Division Sport had
stated: “The All India Foot-
ball Federation is ordered not
to declare the winner of the
[-League 2024-25 or organ-
ise a medal ceremony for the
[-League 2024-25 until the
present arbitration has been
concluded.”
