Nicole Scherzinger earned the Tony for Leading Actress in a 
Musical for her haunting and electric take on Norma Desmond 
in ‘Sunset Blvd’. The production, a minimalist yet cinematic 
reinvention by Jamie Lloyd, also won Best Revival of a Musical. In 
her emotional acceptance speech, she said, “Growing up, I always 
felt like I didn't belong, but you all have made me feel like I belong 
and I have come home at last. So if there is anyone who feels like 
they don't belong or your time hasn't come, don't give up. Just keep 
on giving and giving because the world needs your love and light 
more than ever. This is a testament that love always wins."

Kara Young makes back-to-back history
One of the most moving achievements of the night 

came from Kara Young, who won Featured Actress 
in a Play for her role in ‘Purpose’. She became 
the first Black actor to win Tonys in consecutive 

seasons, following last year’s win for ‘Purlie 
Victorious’. Remarkably, this marks her fourth 
nomination in four Broadway seasons. “In this 
world that is so divided, theatre is a safe, a sacred 
space that we have to honour and cherish, and it 

makes us united," she said while accepting her win.

The 2025 Tony Awards were a celebration of Broadway’s 
best. From record-breaking box office figures to 
underdog victories, innovative international debuts, 

and plenty of diva drama, this year’s Tonys had something 
for everyone. Hosted by Cynthia Erivo, the evening was 
emotionally rich. She made a bold choice to keep the 
comedy light and the vocals heavy and it paid off. Dressed 
in glamour, she belted ‘And I Am Telling You I’m Not 
Going’ as the credits roll.

US immigration 
authorities 

detained Khaby Lame, 
the world’s most-
followed TikToker, for 
overstaying his visa, 
before allowing him 
to depart the country 
voluntarily. Seringe 
Khabane Lame, a 25-year-old Italian citizen, was taken into 
custody by US Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) 
at Harry Reid International Airport in Las Vegas, Nevada, 
according to an agency statement. Lame had entered the 
US on April 30 and “overstayed the terms of his visa,” the 
statement noted. He was released the same day and has 
since left the United States, ICE confirmed. Lame, who is 
also a UNICEF goodwill ambassador and boasts over 162 
million followers on TikTok, had not publicly commented 
on the incident. The detention comes amid heightened 
immigration enforcement under US President Donald 
Trump, who has ramped up efforts to fulfill campaign 
promises on stricter immigration policies and mass 
deportations.

A ‘Maybe Happy Ending’ becomes a 
triumphant one
The most celebrated show of the night was ‘Maybe 
Happy Ending’, the heartfelt South Korean musical 
about obsolete HelperBots navigating love and 
loneliness. Entering the evening tied for most 
nominations (10, alongside ‘Buena Vista Social 
Club’ and ‘Death Becomes Her’), the show walked 
away with six Tony Awards, including the coveted 
Best Musical. Darren Criss also earned his first 
Tony for Leading Actor in a Musical, portraying the 
tender and soulful robot Oliver. Director Michael 
Arden added another feather to his cap with Best 
Direction of a Musical, just two years after his win 
for ‘Parade’.

Another standout was Sarah Snook, 
who won Leading Actress in a Play for 
her astonishing solo performance in 
‘The Picture of Dorian Gray’, in which 
she played 26 characters with the help 
of pre-recorded visuals, a remarkable 
fusion of theatre and film. She said, “This 

means so much for a little Australian girl 
to be here on Broadway. ‘The Picture of 
Dorian Gray’ is billed as a one-person 
show, but I don't feel alone any night 
that I do this show. There are so many 
people on stage making it work and 
behind the stage making it work.”

Cristiano Ronaldo has once 
again etched his 
name into 

the pages 
of football 
history, lifting 
his second UEFA 
Nations League 
title with Portugal 
after a heart-
stopping victory over 
Spain. The match, which 
ended 2-2 after extra 
time, was decided by a 
nerve-wracking penalty 
shootout that saw 
Portugal triumph 5-3.

But this wasn’t 
just a win for the 
Portuguese squad, it 
was a night of pure, 
unfiltered emotion

quiet, football-loving state of Goa, 
football fans stayed awake long past 
midnight, glued to their screens,

Despite his absence in the final 
minutes, Ronaldo’s presence loomed 
large. With the match tied, the tension 
exploded into a penalty shootout. 
As Spanish forward Álvaro Morata 

missed a critical penalty, it was Ruben 
Neves who calmly stepped up and 
buried the winner, sealing the title 
and sending the Portuguese bench, 
and fans worldwide, into euphoria.

In Goa, fans danced in the 
streets, sang in the rain, and wept 
with joy. For them, this wasn’t just 
about silverware, it was about 
heart. About watching their hero, 
Cristiano Ronaldo, defy time and 

doubt to deliver once more on the 
grand stage.

This victory, Portugal’s second 
UEFA Nations League crown after 
their 2019 win, cements Ronaldo’s 
status as a living legend. For Goans, 
for Portuguese fans, and for football 
lovers across the world, this night will 
be remembered not just for the win, 
but for the feeling it left behind: pride, 
unity, and sheer, unstoppable joy.
