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Trump says trade deal ‘ol

with China is done’
US to 55% tariff, China to get 10

PTI, BEIJING/WASHING-
TON: US President Donald
Trump on Wednesday an-
nounced that a deal with
China "is done" after two
days of talks in London,
marking a turnaround in
the trade war between the
two major economies.

"Our deal with China is
done, subject to final ap-
proval with President Xi
(Jinping) and me,” Trump
posted on his social media
platform Truth Social.

His post came after the
negotiating teams from
both sides concluded two-
day talks in London, where
they agreed to resolve their
trade disputes.

“Full magnets, and any
necessary rare earths, will
be supplied, up front, by
China. Likewise, we will
provide to China what was
agreed to, including Chinese
students using our colleg-
es and universities (which
has always been good with
me!)” Trump said.

“We are getting a total of
55 per cent tariffs, China
is getting 10 per cent. Re-
lationships are excellent!
Thank you for your atten-
tion to this matter;,” he said.

“President Xi and I are
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US Secretary of Treasury Scott Bessent and Chinese Vice

going to work closely to-
gether to open up China
to American Trade. This
would be a great WIN for
both countries!!!," he said.
The London talks fo-
cussed on both sides reach-
ing a deal on China resum-
ing supplies of rare earth
metals, the key elements
needed to manufacture mo-
bile phones, semiconduc-
tors and missiles, besides
automobile production.
Following the talks, US
Commerce Secretary How-
ard Lutnick said the deal
between the two countries
should result in restrictions
on rare earth minerals and

magnets being resolved.

While China blocked rare
earth exports, the US re-
stricted Beijing's access to
US goods such as semicon-
ductors and other related
technologies linked to arti-
ficial intelligence (AI).

"We have reached a
framework to implement
the Geneva consensus," Lut-
nick told the media, accord-
ing to a BBC report.

"Once the presidents ap-
prove it, we will then seek
to implement it," he said.

PTI, PESHAWAR: Pa-
kistan on Wednesday
warned Afghan citizens
and all illegal foreigners
to voluntarily leave the
country and issued a stern
warning against those ob-
structing the repatriation
process.

“Dignified treatment is
being en sured for those
returning to their home
countries,” a statement by
the Interior Ministry said,
adding that arrangements
have been made for their
food and healthcare needs,
particularly for women,
children, and the elderly.

Earlier this year, the in-
terior ministry asked all
“illegal foreigners” and
Afghan Citizen Card (ACC)
holders to leave Pakistan
before March 31, warning
that they would otherwise
be deported from April 1.

AP, BOGOTA: At least four

people were killed in Co-
lombia on Tuesday as rebel
groups detonated bombs
near police stations in the
city of Cali and the neigh-
bouring Cauca province,
according to authorities.
Military and  police
spokespeople blamed the

attacks on the FARC-EMC, a

group led by former mem-

bers of the Revolutionary

Armed Forces of Colom-
bia who broke away from
the group after it signed a
peace deal with the gov-
ernment in 2016.
Authorities said the re-
bels placed bombs in cars
and motorcycles that were
parked near police stations.

According to the Inter-
national Energy Agency,
China accounts for 61 per
cent of global mined rare
earth production but con-
trols 92 per cent of the
global output.

Ahead of talks with the
US, China last Saturday ap-
proved a certain number of
export license applications
for rare earth-related metals.

The approval was granted
considering rising global de-
mand for medium and heavy
rare earth elements driven by
industries such as robotics
and new energy vehicles, a
spokesperson of the Ministry
of Commerece said in Beijing.

China's recent restric-
tions on the exports of
key metals caused wide-
spread disruption in the
manufacturing of automo-
biles and semiconductor
chips in a host of coun-
tries, including India.

While China is nego-
tiating with the US and
the EU, Beijing reported-
ly has not yet responded
to India's request to re-
sume exports of the key
rare-earth elements.

That zone was off-limits
for everyone apart from res-
idents, journalists and emer-
gency services, she added.

Protests against immi-
gration arrests by federal
law enforcement have also
sprung up in cities around
the country, including New
York, Atlanta, Chicago, San
Francisco and Austin.

On Tuesday, in the Atlan-
ta suburb of Brookhaven,
dozens of demonstrators
waved American and Mex-
ican flags and held signs

against US Immigration
and Customs Enforcement
(ICE), the federal agency
that has ramped up arrests
and deportations of mi-
grants under Trump.

"You got people that are
being arrested on the street
by (immigration) agents that
don't wear badges, wear
masks... it makes me really
angry," 26-year-old protester
Brendon Terra told AFP.

The Los Angeles protests
again turned ugly Tuesday
night, but an hour into the
curfew only a handful of
protesters were left down-
town, with police making
several arrests as they
warned stragglers to leave.

"Multiple groups contin-

ue to congregate" within
the designated downtown
curfew area, the Los An-
geles Police Department
(LAPD) wrote on X late
Tuesday. "Those groups are
being addressed and mass
arrests are being initiated."

Police arrested at least 25
people on suspicion of vio-
lating the curfew as of Tues-
day evening, the Los Ange-
les Times reported, citing an
LAPD spokesperson.

At their largest, the pro-
tests have included a few
thousand people taking
to the streets, but smaller
groups have used the cov-
er of darkness to set fires,
daub graffiti and smash
windows.

ACC is a document
launched in 2017 to grant
temporary legal status to
Afghan refugees. Authori-
ties subsequently started
deporting thousands of
Afghan nationals from all
parts of the country.

A total of 11,02,441 il-
legal foreigners have been
sent back since the launch
of the Illegal Foreigners
Repatriation Programme
(IFRP) on April 1, 2025,
according to the Interior
Ministry's statement.

The statement also
warns individuals against
“employing illegal for-
eigners, providing them
rental accommodations
or hotel stays, or engaging
in business with them.”

“Such violators will be
dealt with strictly in ac-
cordance with the law,’
the ministry added.

AP, BOGOTA (COLOMBIA): Colombian authorities on
Tuesday charged a 15-year-old with attempted mur-
der for the assasination attempt on Miguel Uribe, the
conservative presidential candidate who was shot in the
head this weekend and is now in critical condition. The
Attorney General's office said the teenager shot at Uribe
during a rally in Bogota's Modelia neighbourhood and
was captured fleeing the scene with a gun. The teenager,
whose name has not been released, pleaded not guilty to
the charges. He is currently recovering in a hospital from
leg wounds. Colombia’s Defence Minister said on Tuesday
that authorities are still investigating who may have been
behind the attack on Uribe, a 39-year-old senator and
one of the nation's most visible opposition figures.

7 die as floods
and snow hit
South Africa

. AP, CAPE TOWN: At least

seven people have died in
flooding in South Africa af-
ter a weather front bring-
ing heavy rain and snow
hit eastern and southern
provinces, officials said on
Tuesday.

A bus carrying high
school students was swept
away in the floods in the
Eastern Cape province
and an unknown number
of children were missing,
the provincial government
said in a statement. Three
children were rescued af-
ter they clung onto trees,
according to the South Af-
rican National Taxi Coun-
cil, which said the bus
was operated by one of its
members.

Writer first to die under Italy’s fast-track

AFP, ROME, ITALY: A writ-
er suffering from Parkin-
son's disease has become
the first to die through
medically assisted suicide
under a fast-track regional
law in Italy, campaigners

said Wednesday.

Daniele Pieroni died at
home on May 17, three
months after the new leg-

islation was passed by re-
gional authorities in Tusca-
ny, the pro-euthanasia Luca
Coscioni Association said.

The Italian Constitution-
al Courtruled in September
2019 that assisted suicide
was allowed for patients in
certain circumstances.

But the national parlia-
ment has yet to adopt any

legislation, which means
that obtaining permission
to die is difficult and can
take years.

In February, Tuscany -
ruled by the centre left -
became the first of Italy's
20 regions to set out its
own rules streamlining and
speeding up the request
process.

Prime Minister Giorgia
Meloni's right-wing coali-
tion is broadly against eu-
thanasia and is challenging
the Tuscan law in court.

But any decision on that
will come too late to affect
Pieroni's choice.

Helping someone take
their own life is technically
illegal in Italy, punishable

assisted suicide law

with between five and 12
years behind bars.

But the Constitution-
al Court made an excep-
tion for those facing an
incurable illness causing
"intolerable” physical or
psychological  suffering,
where they are kept alive
by life-support treatments
but remain capable of mak-

ing "free and informed de-
cisions".

Since the 2019 court rul-
ing, eight people have com-
mitted medically assisted
suicide in Italy, the associ-
ation told AFP.

The first was a tetraple-
gic man, Federico Carboni,
44, from the Marche re-
gion, in June 2022.
