Tata Group to

PTI, NEW DELHI: Tata 
Group will provide Rs 1 
crore to the family of each 
person who died in the Air 
India plane crash in Ah-
medabad on Thursday.

The aircraft, carrying 
242 people, from Ah-
medabad to London Gat-
wick crashed immediately 
after takeoff on Thursday 
afternoon.

 "We are deeply an-
guished by the tragic 
event involving Air India 
Flight 171.

 "No words can ad-
equately express the 
grief we feel at this mo-
ment. Our thoughts and 
prayers are with the fam-
ilies who have lost their 
loved ones, and with 
those who have been in-
jured," Tata Group and 
Air India Chairman N 
Chandrasekaran said.

Tata Group will provide 
Rs 1 crore to the families 
of each person who has 
lost their life in this trage-
dy, he added.

 In the message posted 
by Tata Group on X, he also 
said the group will cover 
the medical expenses of 
those injured and ensure 
that they receive all neces-
sary care and support.

"Additionally, we will 
provide support in the 
building up of the BJ Medi-
cal's hostel.

 "We remain steadfast in 
standing with the affected 
families and communities 
during this unimaginable 
time," he said. 

PTI, AHMEDABAD: Failure 
of both engines or a bird hit 
soon after take-off could be 
among the probable causes 
that led to the fatal crash of 
a London-bound Air India 
aircraft with 242 people on-
board, according to experts.

Three senior wide-body 
pilots, who are also instruc-
tors, told PTI that looking 
at the videos of the crash 
available publicly, it seems 
that the engines could not 
gain the required thrust 
needed for the take-off, re-
sulting in a fatal crash into 
the residential area sec-
onds after it took off.

The specific reasons for 
the crash of the Boeing 
787-8 aircraft flying from 
Ahmedabad to London Gat-
wick will be known only 
after the completion of the 
detailed probe by the Air-
craft Accident Investigation 

Bureau (AAIB).
The experts mentioned 

the possible causes based 
on the available visuals of 
the aircraft as it went down.

One of the commanders 
said it does not seem to be 
the case of one engine fail-
ure because in such a sce-
nario, the aircraft would 
have been swinging but 
here, the aircraft was steady.

"So, there is the possi-
bility of both the engines 
failing... there could have 
been a loss of thrust in both 
engines. But these are only 
possibilities," a command-
er said, adding that from 
the images, it appears that 
either the flaps were up or 
landing gear was down at 
the time of take off.

The second commander 
mentioned that the way, the 
aircraft went down, indicat-
ed that there was a lack of 

thrust in both the engines.
"This could happen if 

both engines had flameout 
due to a bird hit," he said.

The third commander 
said the aircraft's both en-
gines might have lost pow-
er. One engine might have 
failed and possibly due to 
the landing gear being not 
retracted after take-off, the 
second engine might not 
have had adequate power.

While there are sugges-
tions that the aircraft's 
weight could have been 
higher than the permissible 
limit, the commander said 
if that was the case, then 
the take-off itself would not 
have been possible.

The weight of the aircraft 
determines the V1 speed or 
take-off speed.

If the calculated speed 
is lower than required, the 
engines will struggle to get 

the plane airborne.
The Boeing 787-8 aircraft 

– VT-ANB – operating flight 
AI 171 took off from run-
way 23 at the Ahmedabad 
airport to London Gatwick.

A MAYDAY call was given to 
the air traffic controller soon 
after the takeoff but thereaf-
ter, no response was given by 

the aircraft to the calls made 
by the air traffic controller, 
aviation regulator DGCA said.

"Aircraft, immediately af-
ter departure from runway 
23, fell on ground outside 
the airport perimeter," the 
Directorate General of Civil 
Aviation (DGCA) said in a 
statement.

Engine failure, bird hit could be 
reasons for plane crash: Experts 

AHMEDABAD CRASH: US EXPERT SAYS PLANE 
PARTS DID NOT SEEM PROPERLY CONFIGURED
AP, WASHINGTON: US experts on Thursday said 
the plane involved in the crash at Ahmedabad 
did not seem “properly configured” and that the 
crash appeared “surprising” at first glnce. The Air 
India passenger plane bound for London with 
more than 240 people on board crashed in India's 
northwestern city of Ahmedabad. The aircraft 
was a Boeing 787-8 Dreamliner, a widebody, 
twin-engine plane. This is the first crash ever of 
the Dreamliner since it went into service in 2009, 
according to the Aviation Safety Network data-
base. Aviation safety consultant John M Cox said 
one of the questions investigators will be asking is 
whether the Air India plane that crashed Thurs-
day was properly configured for flight.  While he 
stressed it was too early to make any conclusions, 
the CEO of Washington DC-based Safety Operat-
ing Systems said the grainy images of the flight 
suggested that one area of inquiry was likely to 
be whether the slats and flaps were in the correct 
position as the plane attempted to climb.  “The 
image shows the airplane with the nose rising 
and it continuing to sink,” he said. “That says that 
the airplane is not making enough lift.”'The slats 
and flaps should be positioned so that the wing 
makes more lift at lower speeds.

of American investigators 
to India to assist in the in-
vestigation of the tragic Air 
India crash in Ahmedabad.

The National Trans-
portation Safety Board 
(NTSB) said in a post on 
X that it will be “leading a 
team of US investigators 
travelling to India to as-
sist the Aircraft Accident 
Investigation Bureau with 
its investigation into the 
crash of an Air India Boe-
ing 787 in Ahmedabad, In-
dia, Thursday.”

It added that as per in-
ternational protocols un-
der the International Civil 
Aviation Organisation, all 
information on the investi-
gation will be provided by 
the Government of India.

The Air India flight was 
carrying 242 passengers 
and crew members on-
board the Boeing 787-8 
aircraft. There were 169 
Indians, 53 British, one 
Canadian and seven Por-
tuguese nationals onboard 
the ill-fated Air India flight 
AI 171 from Ahmedabad 
to London Gatwick, which 
crashed in Ahmedabad on 
Thursday.

The Federal Aviation Ad-

ministration (FAA) said it 
is in contact with the NTSB 
regarding Air India flight 
AI171, operating from Ah-
medabad to London Gat-
wick, “that was involved 
in an accident in India on 
Thursday, June 12. 

“When an internation-
al incident occurs, that 
government leads the in-
vestigation. In the event 
assistance is requested, 
the NTSB is the official US 
representative and the FAA 
provides technical support. 
We stand ready to launch a 
team immediately in coor-
dination with the NTSB,” 
the FAA, the US federal gov-
ernment agency that reg-
ulates civil aviation in the 
country, said.

Boeing said in a brief 
statement that it is in con-
tact with Air India regard-
ing Flight 171 and “stand 
ready to support them. 
Our thoughts are with the 
passengers, crew, first re-
sponders and all affected.”

US lawmakers are ex-
tending condolence mes-
sages to the victims and 
their families.

Congressman Raja Kr-
ishnamoorthi said he was 
“heartbroken” by the Air 
India crash in Ahmedabad 
and expressed his deepest 
condolences to all those 
around the world touched 
by this tragedy.

Accident Investigation Bu-
reau (AAIB) will probe the 
Air India plane crash at 
the Ahmedabad airport on 
Thursday, according to an 
official.

Air India's Dreamliner 
Boeing 787 aircraft, in-
volved in the crash, had 
242 people on board, in-
cluding 12 crew members.

AAIB Director General 
and Director of Investiga-
tion at the agency, among 
others, will be leaving for 
Ahmedabad, the official 
said.

Under the civil aviation 
ministry, AAIB is respon-
sible for the classification 
of safety occurrences, in-
volving aircraft operating 
in the Indian airspace into 
accidents and serious inci-
dents.

It carries out detailed in-
vestigations into accidents 
and also suggests meas-
ures to improve safety.

"We are aware of initial 
reports and are working to 
gather more information," 
Boeing said in a statement.

Civil Aviation Minister 
K Rammohan Naidu ex-
pressed shock at the plane 
crash and said he was per-
sonally monitoring the sit-
uation.

"We are on highest alert. 
I am personally moni-
toring the situation and 
have directed all aviation 
and emergency response 

US agency to lead team to India to 
assist plane crash investigationagencies to take swift and 

coordinated action.
"Rescue teams have 

been mobilised and all ef-
forts are being made to en-
sure medical aid and relief 
support are being rushed 
to the site," he said in a 
post on X in the afternoon.

Woman misses flight by 10 
mins: Says God saved me

Agencies, Ahmedabad: 
In a heartbreaking turn of 
events, Bhoomi Chauhan, 
a passenger scheduled to 
travel to London on Air In-
dia Flight AI171, narrow-
ly escaped tragedy after 
missing the flight by just 
ten minutes due to traffic 
congestion in Ahmedabad. 
The flight later crashed, 
leading to a devastating 
loss of lives.

Speaking to the me-
dia, Bhoomi expressed 
deep sorrow and shock 
upon hearing the news. 
“I am completely devas-
tated after hearing about 
the loss,” she said with a 

choked voice. “My body 
is literally shivering. I am 
not being able to talk. My 
mind is totally blank now 
after hearing all that has 
happened.”

Bhoomi, who was vis-
iting India for a vacation 
after two years, was re-
turning to London where 
her husband lives. She re-
counted how the flight was 
on schedule, but heavy 
traffic prevented her from 
reaching the airport in 
time.

“Just because of those 
ten minutes, I could not 

board the flight. I don’t 
know how to explain 
this,” she said. Over-
whelmed with emotion, 
Bhoomi expressed grat-
itude for what she de-
scribed as divine inter-
vention. “I am thankful to 
God. My Ganpati Bappa 
saved me,” she said.

Her near-miss has left 
her shaken, but grateful 
to be alive.
