With close to 2,000 play-
ers registered, this mega
event is not only a com-
petitive platform but also
serves as a key selection tri-
al for the National Centre of
Excellence in Guwahati. The
tournament will include 10
events across singles, dou-
bles, and mixed doubles
formats. Wayne Fernandes

Around 500 budding
talents will participate in
this event, which carries
a prize purse of Rs 6 lakh.

Aniruddha Joshi from Ma-
harashtra will serve as the
referee, with F Baria from
Gujarat as his deputy. The
organising secretary for
this leg is Kapil Kamat and
the tournament director is
Sharmad Mahajan.

The singles events in
both tournaments will fea-
ture the country’s top-seed-
ed players. In the U-15 boys
singles, the top seeds are
Pushkar Sai (Karnataka),
Harshit Khatri (Delhi) and
Wazir Singh (Punjab). In
the U-15 girls category,
Shaina Manimuthu (Kar-
nataka), Hamsini Chadar-
am (Telangana) and Avni
Vikram Govind (Telangana)
lead the rankings.
