Russia's army said Friday
its forces had captured an-
other village in Ukraine's
northeastern Sumy region,
where Moscow has ramped
up its offensive in recent
weeks.

Moscow's defence min-
istry said it had taken

control of the village of

Yablunivka, around nine
kilometres (five miles)
from the Russian border,
in a drive to create what
President Vladimir Putin
has called a "buffer zone'
inside Ukrainian territory.

Russia first tried to cap-
ture the regional capital
Sumy at the start of its
offensive in 2022, before

Kyiv then in 2024

launched its own armed in-
cursion into Russia's west-
ern Kursk region, using the
Sumy region as the base for
its operation.

After recapturing the
Kursk territory earlier
this year, Putin ordered
his army to once again ad-
vance across the border to
push back Ukraine's troops
and equipment.

Russia's defence minis-
try also said its troops had
captured two more villages
in the eastern Donetsk re-
gion, which Moscow claims
to have annexed.

AFP, NEW DELHI, INDIA:
India said Friday it had
agreed with neighbouring
China to "expedite" the
process to resume direct
flights between them in a
sign of further improve-
ment in ties, although no
timeline was given.

Flights were halted after
the Covid-19 pandemic and
a subsequent deadly clash in
2020 between their troops
on the Himalayan border.

"The two sides agreed
to expedite steps involved
in resuming direct air ser-
vices," New Delhi's foreign
ministry said in a statement.

It came a day after the
country's top career diplo-
mat Vikram Misri met Chi-
nese Vice Foreign Minister
Sun Weidong in India.

In Beijing, foreign min-

istry spokesman Lin Jian
said China had "a positive
attitude" towards resum-
ing flights after five years.

"Resuming direct flights
between China and India is
conducive to personnel ex-
changes and cooperation
between the two sides and
is in the common interests
of both sides," Lin told a
regular press conference
in Beijing.

New Delhi and Beijing
first announced in January
an in-principle agreement
to restart flights.

The neighbours also
agreed to take “practical
steps for visa facilitation
and exchanges between
media and think tanks", the
ministry's statement added.

About 500 monthly di-
rect flights operated be-

tween China and India
before the pandemic, ac-
cording to Indian media
outlet Moneycontrol.

There are already reg-
ular flights between India
and Hong Kong.

India and China are in-
tense rivals competing for
influence across South Asia.

At least 20 Indian and
four Chinese soldiers were
killed in the 2020 skirmish
in a remote stretch along
their 3,500-kilometre
(2,200-mile) high-altitude
frontier.

India then moved clos-
er to the United States-
led Quad alliance - which
also includes Japan and
Australia - which seeks to
counter China's growing
influence in the Asia-Pacif-
ic region.

GUWAHATI: Five people were arrested with drugs worth
Rs 6.5 crore in Assam's Sribhumi district, Chief Minister
Himanta Biswa Sarma said. Acting on intelligence inputs,
police seized 44,000 yaba tablets from the Veterbond
area and arrested the five suspected peddlers, he said.
