THANE: Police have registered a case against two men for 
allegedly threatening a woman spa owner in Navi Mumbai 
and extorting Rs 43.46 lakh from her over five years, an 
official said on Tuesday.

Sunil, the suspect, has been arrested, Panipat Deputy 
Superintendent of Police Satish Kumar said over the 
phone. He allegedly pushed the car into the canal, got 
himself admitted to a hospital. He also told police that he 
managed to swim to safety and allegedly tried to pass it 
off as an accident. The DSP said Sheetal alias Simmi and 
Sunil allegedly had an altercation before she was killed. 
She had been missing since Saturday.

'Fake' astrologer held from Jaipur for cheating 
Delhi woman of Rs 3 lakh
NEW DELHI: A self-styled astrologer who duped victims by 
promising to rid their life of negative energy through paid 
spiritual remedies was apprehended by the Delhi Police 
in Jaipur, an official said on Tuesday. The matter came 
to light after a 28-year-old woman, an analyst in an IT 
company, alleged that she had been duped of about Rs 3 
lakh by the accused, identified as Sumit Bhargav (35).
She complained that the accused claimed that he could 
perform religious rituals to fix problems in her personal 
and professional life. "Bhargav operated a network of 
online spiritual scams and had a methodical modus 
operandi where he posted attractive astrology-related 
content on social media, engaged emotionally vulnerable 
individuals and persuaded them to pay for elaborate 
spiritual cures with no real intent of delivering results," 
Deputy Commissioner of Police (North) Raja Banthia said.

Four inter-state drug peddlers held with 
contraband substance in Jammu
JAMMU: Four inter-state drug peddlers including a 
juvenile were arrested along with narcotic substances 
in three districts of the Jammu region on Tuesday, 
police said. The raids took place in Samba, Kathua 
and Udhampur districts. Amarish Kumar, a resident of 
Piparpanti Koila Khagaria in Bihar, was nabbed after 1.6 
kg of ganja was recovered from his possession in the 
Ramgarh area of Samba this morning, a police spokesman 
said.

tion or damaged.

"So far, 163 DNA sam-
ples have been matched, 
and 124 bodies have 
been handed over to the 
respective families. Re-
maining mortal remains 
will be handed over soon," 
Medical Superintendent 
of Ahmedabad Civil Hos-
pital Dr Rakesh Joshi told 
reporters.

Of the 71 injured per-
sons admitted to the hos-
pital after the crash, nine 
are currently undergoing 
treatment while two died 
during treatment, said 
Joshi.

He dismissed reports 
which claimed two more 
MBBS students of BJ Medi-
cal College, affiliated to the 
Civil Hospital, were killed 
in the crash.

"I want to clarify that 
only four students of BJMC 
were killed in the crash 
and there is no change in 
that count. Of those two 
doctors who were also 
killed, one was on board 
the flight while another 
was from Surat and came 
to the hostel to meet his 
sister who married a resi-
dent doctor," said Joshi.

He hoped that the 
DNA profiling of all the 
victims would be com-
pleted by either Tuesday 
evening or Wednesday 
morning.

All but one of the 242 
persons on board the 
Boeing 787-8 Dream-
liner were killed after it 
crashed into a medical 
college complex in Ah-
medabad moments after 
taking off from the Sardar 
Vallabhbhai Patel Interna-
tional Airport at 1.39 pm 
on June 12. A total of 29 
persons were killed on 
the ground.

NEW VIDEO SHOWS PEOPLE JUMPING       
OFF AFTER PLANE CRASH

PTI, AHMEDABAD:  A new video has surfaced showing 
panicked residents of the BJ Medical College (BJMC) in 
Ahmedabad jumping off or attempting to leap from the 
balcony of a five-storey building when the Air India flight 
AI-171 slammed into their campus on June 12. In one of 
the frames of the chilling video, a woman is seen trying 
to climb down from the balcony with the support of mere 
railings with huge flames emanating from the crash site 
just metres away. In the background, people recording 
the video from above the peripheral wall of the campus 
could be  heard shouting, fearing the girl could fall and 
sustain injuries. Later, a man is also seen trying to climb 
down in a similar way. The BJMC, one of the oldest medi-
cal colleges in India, has been the epicentre of action 
following the crash, which killed 241 people on board 
the ill-fated flight and 29 on the ground, including five 
MBBS students. The London-bound AI flight, a Boeing 
737-8 Dreamliner, crashed into the medical complex 
moments  after taking off from the Ahmedabad airport. 
The impact of the crash was such that the aircraft's tail 
got stuck in the hostel mess building and parts of the 
plane were strewn across the residential campus. BJMC 
Dean Minakshi Parikh on Monday said alternate rooms 
have been given to all those who were asked to vacate the 
accommodation after the disaster. The Aircraft Accident 
Investigation Bureau (AIIB) had asked the medical college 
to vacate four buildings that suffered damage in the crash.

PTI,  MANDI/SHIMLA:  
One person was killed, 
while 18 others sustained 
injuries when a private 
bus fell into a gorge near 
Patrighat village in Mandi 
district on Tuesday morn-
ing, officials said. The bus 
was on its way from Jahu

Himachal: One dead, 18 injured

PTI, IMPHAL:  A physical-
ly challenged man, miss-
ing for nearly a week, was 
found dead in Manipur's 
Imphal West district on 
Tuesday morning, trigger-
ing protests, police said. 
Nine people, including six 
members of the Meitei out-
fit Arambai Tenggol, were 
arrested in connection 
with the case, they said.

Chesam Abdul Kadir, a 
resident of Paobitek Mayai 
Leikai, went missing on 
June 11. He was accused 
of theft and assaulted by 
a mob, following which 
he was reported missing, 
they said.

After the arrests were 
made in the last two days, 
police located the body, 
which was buried at Sam-
urou Naorem, they added.

Investigation revealed 
that he was killed and 
buried, police said, add-
ing that the body was ex-
humed in the presence of 
an executive magistrate, 
forensic team and family 
members.

"A criminal case has 
been registered and a 

thorough investigation 
will be conducted," they 
said in a post on X, urging 
people to cooperate with 
the investigation and re-
main calm.
