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AP, TEL AVIV: Israel and 
Iran exchanged strikes a 
week into their war on 
Friday, as new diplomatic 
efforts appeared to be un-
derway.

Israel said it conducted 
airstrikes into Friday morn-
ing in Iran with more than 
60 aircraft hitting what it 
said were industrial sites 
to manufacture missiles. 
It did not elaborate on the 
locations. 

It also said it hit the head-
quarters of Iran’s Organisa-
tion of Defensive Innova-
tion and Research, known 
by its acronym in Farsi, 
SPND. The US in the past 
has linked that agency to al-
leged Iranian research and 
testing tied to the possible 
development of nuclear ex-
plosive devices. 

It also carried out air-
strikes targeting the areas 

around Kermanshah and 
Tabriz in western Iran, 
where the military said 25 
fighter jets struck “missile 
storage and launch infra-
structure components” 
Friday morning. There had 
been reports of anti-air-
craft fire in the areas.

Israeli airstrikes also 
reached into the city of 
Rasht on the Caspian Sea 
early Friday, Iranian media 
reported. 

In Israel, the paramedic 
service Magen David Adom 
said Iranian missiles struck 
a residential area in south-

ern Israel causing damage 
to buildings, including one 
six-story building. They 
have provided medical 
treatment to five people 
with minor injuries such as 
bruises, smoke inhalation, 
and anxiety, it said. 

Meanwhile, Iran's For-
eign Minister Abbas Aragh-
chi appeared to be en route 
to Geneva for meetings 
with the European Union's 
top diplomat and coun-
terparts from the Unit-
ed Kingdom, France and  
Germany. 

A plane with his usual call 
sign took off from the Turk-
ish city of Van, near the Ira-
nian border, flight-tracking 
data from FlightRadar24 
showed. Iran typically ac-
knowledges his departure 
hours afterward.

MARGAO: A disturbing act of 
cruelty has triggered outrage 
in Bellem, Navelim, where 
a pet dog was seriously in-
jured after being shot multi-
ple times with an airgun by 
a neighbour.

Valentina Vieira, a resident 
of Bellem, Navelim, lodged a 
police complaint on Thurs-
day alleging that her neigh-
bour, 20-year-old Jovito Fer-
nandes, fired four pellets at 
her pet dog — three hitting 
the stomach and one striking 
the head — causing grievous 
injuries. 

The injured dog is under-
going treatment at a veteri-
nary hospital.

NEW DELHI:  English 
is “empowering” and not 
“shameful” and must be 
taught to every child, Congress 
leader Rahul Gandhi said on 
Friday and alleged that the 
BJP-RSS don’t want poor chil-
dren to learn this language 
because they don’t want them 
to ask questions and attain  
equality.

PANJIM: The Save Old Goa 
Action Committee (SOGAC) 
has reiterated its firm op-
position to constructing 
a multi-storey police sta-
tion in Old Goa, which falls 
within the buffer zone of 
the UNESCO World Her-
itage Site. The committee 
cautioned that such devel-
opment could endanger 
the site’s heritage status.

Speaking to O Heraldo, 
members of the commit-
tee clarified that they are 
not opposed to the police 
station itself, but to the 
construction of a large con-
crete structure that would 
violate heritage norms.

“We do not know what 
the plan is. Sometimes it 
is said the building will be 
ground plus one, some-
times ground plus two. 
We do not want that,” said 
Jacqueline Fernandes, a 
member of the committee. 
“We are okay if the existing 
police station is renovated, 
but don’t want a multi-sto-
rey building.”

Vincent D’Silva, another 
member, added, “Our ob-
jection is not against the 
police station. Our problem 
is with the construction 
of a huge building. We do 

not want one floor or two 
floors. Earlier, the local 
MLA clearly said it would 
be two-storey, but after 
we opposed it, he changed 
his stance and claimed it 
would be single-storey.”

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PANJIM: The structural 
safety of 16 buildings in 
Panjim and surrounding 
areas has come under 
scrutiny, with the Corpo-
ration of the City of Panaji 
(CCP) currently evaluating 
their condition to deter-
mine the need for demoli-
tion or restoration.

This follows a court or-
der dated June 4, which 
mandates the demolition 
of a building located op-
posite the Keni petrol 
pump within two weeks. 
Another structure, owned 
by Amardeep Madkaikar 
at Fondvem, Ribandar, has 
already been demolished.

One of the more promi-
nent buildings on the list, 
the National Theatre near 
Café Bhonsle, has been 
sealed and is currently 
under review by the Secre-
tary (Urban Development).

Several other properties 
are under similar review, 
including Clube Nacional; 
the residence of Maria Fer-
nandes in São Tomé; a struc-
ture owned by Maurice Agu-
iar in Ribandar; Tony Lopes’ 
property located behind the 
Panjim Post Office; a build-
ing belonging to Manorama 
Shirodkar in St Inez; the 

property of Fernando Lobo 
and Maria Sequeira Lobo 
in Alto Guimarães; a struc-
ture owned by Oswald de 
Barros in Fondvem, Riban-
dar; the rear portion of the 
Sushila building in Altinho; 
the Lokmanya Multipur-
pose Co-operative Society 
Ltd, also in Altinho; and the 
Confraria building in central  
Panjim.

To assess the stability 
of these buildings, the CCP 
had sent reminder letters 

on May 29 to the Goa Col-
lege of Engineering (GEC), 
requesting expert reports. 
One such report, concern-
ing the Mahalaxmi Cooper-
ative Housing Society Ltd 
opposite Palacio de Goa 
Hotel, has already been 
submitted by the GEC, 
confirming that the struc-
ture is unsafe and requires 
either reconstruction or  
redevelopment. 

16 buildings in Panjim

Demolition of one structure imminent; structural stability 
of other buildings under technical review

The El Dorado building located in the Panjim municipal 
market faces demolition

The Corporation of the 
City of Panaji (CCP) on 
Friday resolved to proceed 
with the demolition of the 
El Dorado building located 
in the municipal market. 
The structure has been 
declared unsafe for several 
years, though traders have 
raised objections to the 
move. The matter is cur-
rently pending before the 
Secretary (Urban Devel-
opment) — the appellate 
authority — as well as the 
High Court of Bombay at 
Goa.

CCP Mayor Rohit Mon-
serrate stated, “It has been 
in a dilapidated condition 
for years. The safety of its 
occupants and the public 
is at risk. Shopkeepers near 
the market lane adjoining 
the building could also be 
affected.”

He acknowledged 
that while occupants 
had requested alterna-
tive premises, the CCP is 
unable to provide space at 
this time.
