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US BOMBS IRAN NUKE SITES

Tehran confirms attacks on the Fordow, Natanz
enrichment facilities and the Isfahan nuclear site

AP, DUBAL: The United
States joined Israel’'s war
against Iran by dropping
30,000-pound bombs on a
uranium enrichment site
early Sunday, raising ur-
gent questions about what
remains of Tehran’s nucle-
ar programme and how its
weakened military might
respond.

Iran lashed out at the US for
crossing “a very big red line”
with its risky gambit to launch
strikes on three Iranian nucle-
ar sites with missiles and the
bunker-buster bombs.

“The warmongering and
lawless administration in
Washington is solely and ful-
ly responsible for the dan-
gerous consequences and
far-reaching implications of
its act of aggression,” Irani-
an Foreign Minister Abbas
Araghchi said, adding that
he would immediately fly to
Moscow to coordinate posi-
tions with close ally Russia.

The Atomic Energy Or-
ganisation of Iran confirmed
that attacks took place on
the Fordow and Natanz en-
richment facilities as well
as the Isfahan nuclear site.
Both Iran and the UN nu-
clear watchdog said there
were no immediate signs of
radioactive contamination
around the sites.

Amid fears of a wider re-
gional conflict, the Trump

PONDA: Addressing a

claimed that his removal as
minister on June 18 (Revo-
lution Day) was the “happi-
est day”.

Refuting media reports
that depicted him as being
in “revolt mode” or having
lost constituency support,
Gaude said today’s public
meeting proved these to be
mere rumours.

Highlighting his 23-year
struggle for tribal issues,
questioning who  would
speak on these matters if not
an MLA or minister; Gaude
reiterated his commitment to
fighting for the people and his
willingness to sacrifice minis-

terial posts multiple times.

“For the past three-and-a-
half years, I have been seek-
ing an appointment with
the BJP Central leadership
through local channels, but
without success. I have now
officially written to the lo-
cal BJP president to request
such an appointment to dis-
cuss issues concerning the
local population,” he added.

Addressing recent inter-
pretations of his speech on
Prerna Din (May 25) by the
media, he stated that rivals
are spreading rumours to
malign his image.

Pained at the immediate
announcement of discipli-
nary action by some leaders
based on these media reports,
Gaude accused his rivals and
some elements of conspiring
against him due to his per-
formance and development
work in the government.

PANJIM: On 16 June,
Pernem Police arrested
28-year-old Shivanand
Gawade from Parcem,
who was found with 732
grams of ganja worth
370,000 concealed in
his scooter. Just two
days later, Bicholim
Police apprehended
19-year-old Harshadeep
Ghanekar from Mayem
with 29 grams of ganja

valued at %2,900. Both
arrests were part of a
special operation by the
police targeting drug
peddling near schools
and colleges.

While the arrests have
been welcomed, social
activists and concerned
citizens argue that such
actions are merely cos-
metic and do little to
dismantle the deeper,
organised drug net-
works operating across

the state.

During a drug-aware-
ness event on 22 June,
the Superintendent of
Police, Anti-Narcotics
Cell, acknowledged the
scale of the issue, say-
ing, “Illicit drug traf-
ficking and drug use

are rising, especially
among the younger
generation. It's de-

stroying families and
society and poses a
national threat. This

menace must be eradi-
cated.”

Sabina Martins, Con-
venor of Bailancho Saad,
raised critical questions
about the nature of the
arrests. “Selling ganja to
students is deeply worry-

ing. But were they caught

selling or merely in pos-
session? The legal conse-
quences differ significant-
ly;’ she told O Heraldo.

that no construction should
be permitted within the
buffer zone of this heritage
monument.”

He said, “We have ob-
served that poles have
already been erected, the
area is fenced with iron
sheets, and construction
work is underway. If all
permissions were in place,
there would be a mandato-
ry display board at the site
listing approvals from vari-
ous departments — but no
such board exists. Despite
repeated objections, con-
struction activities are con-
tinuing in the buffer zone.
Previously, we opposed the
building of the interpreta-
tion centre and the police
station, and now this new
project has begun.”

D’Silva emphasised the
need for comprehensive
planning: “We want to reit-
erate that no construction

activity should be allowed
in the buffer zone of the Ba-
silica of Bom Jesus, a UNES-
CO World Heritage site. We
urgently demand the for-
mulation of a master plan
for Old Goa. It is essential
for protecting the sanctity
and integrity of this histor-
ical area.”

Caterina Peres, another
member of the Save Old
Goa Action Committee,
questioned the lack of en-
forcement despite public
assurances. “The Town and
Country Planning (TCP)
Minister, Vishwajit Rane,
has publicly stated that no
construction will be per-
mitted in the buffer zone.
Yet, the interpretation cen-
tre and the police station
have already been built
there — and now this new
construction is underway.
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Pahalgam attack: NIA arrests two
men for harbouring terrorists

PTI, SRINAGAR: In a major
breakthrough, the National
Investigation Agency (NIA)
has arrested two men for
harbouring the terrorists
who had carried out the
Pahalgam terror attack that
left 26 people dead, the
agency said on Sunday.

According to the NIA, the
two men -- Parvaiz Ahmad
Jothar from Batkote and
Bashir Ahmad Jothar of Hill
Park in Pahalgam -- have
disclosed the identities of
the three armed terrorists
involved in the attack.

They have also confirmed
that the assailants were Pa-
kistani nationals affiliated
to the proscribed terrorist
outfit Lashkar-e-Taiba (LeT).
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“Parvaiz and Bashir had
knowingly harboured the
three armed terrorists at a
seasonal dhok (hut) at Hill
Park before the attack,” the
NIA said.

The two men had provid-
ed food, shelter and logis-
tical support to the terror-
ists, who selectively killed
the tourists on the basis of
their religious identity on
April 22, making it one of
the most gruesome terror-
ist attacks ever.

The NIA has arrested the
duo under Section 19 of the
Unlawful Activities (Pre-
vention) Act, 1967.

Further investigations
are going on.

Meanwhile, Jammu and
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Kashmir Chief Minister
Omar Abdullah on Sunday
said the efforts put in by him
and his colleagues for the re-
vival of tourism in Kashmir
are bearing fruit, as tourists
are returning to the Valley.

“The last time I was in
Pahalgam, I cycled through
a market that was all but
deserted. Today, I came
back to a Pahalgam that
was bustling with activity.
Tourists from various parts
of the country competed for
space with local picnickers
who were enjoying the cool
climate and rainy weather,”
Abdullah said in a post on X,
expressing satisfaction over
the revival of tourism in Pa-
halgam.
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
