PTI , NEW DELHI: The Cen-
tre has issued model rules 
for the felling of trees on 
agricultural land in a bid to 
promote agroforestry with 
the aim of doubling farm-
ers' incomes, increasing tree 
cover outside forests and 
mitigating climate change.    

In a letter sent to all state 
governments on June 19, the 
environment ministry said 
the objective of 'Model Rules 
for Felling of Trees in Agri-
cultural Lands' is to enhance 
the ease of doing business in 
agroforestry and incentivise 
farmers to integrate trees 
into their farming systems 
without facing undue proce-

dural hurdles.
The government has 

been promoting agrofor-
estry to double farmers' 
income, enhance tree cov-
er outside forests, mitigate 
climate change, reduce 
timber imports and en-
sure sustainable land use. 
It also supports India's cli-

mate goals under the Paris 
Agreement. 

A key barrier is the lack 
of clear, harmonised rules 
for felling trees on agri-
cultural land which affects 
cultivation and marketing 
of agroforestry produce, 
according to the ministry.

According to the mod-

el rules, the State Level 
Committee (SLC) already 
formed under the Wood-
Based Industries (Estab-
lishment and Regulation) 
Guidelines, 2016 will also 
serve as the committee 
for these rules. It will now 
also include officials from 
revenue and agriculture 
departments.

The committee will ad-
vise the state government 
on how to promote agrofor-
estry and increase timber 
production from agricul-
tural lands by simplifying 
rules for felling and transit 
of trees, especially species 
with commercial value. 

Centre issues model rules to ease tree felling

PTI , CHENNAI: The 
Indian Coast Guard on 
Saturday apprehended 
three Sri Lankan nation-
als for allegedly trying 
to enter into the country 
illegally, a PIB (Defence) 
release here said.

The three men were 
brought to Mandapam 
and handed over to the 
Tamil Nadu Marine Po-
lice for further investi-
gation, it added. 

PTI, KOZHIKODE: The 
Kerala government on Sat-
urday stood firm in its de-
cision to introduce Zumba 
dance in state schools as 
part of its anti-drug cam-
paign, saying the opposi-
tion to it is "more venomous 
than narcotic substance".

The opposition Congress, 
however, took a stand that 
they are not against Zum-
ba, but it is better not to 
impose such things.

Explaining the govern-
ment's stance over the mat-
ter here, General Education 
Minister V Sivankutty said 
a section of people are de-
liberately creating issues 
over the matter and noth-
ing harmful for children is 
being implemented.

"The government is ready 
to hold talks with those who 
have misunderstandings 
in this regard. But, we have 

not taken any decision to 
backtrack from the govern-
ment's present stand," he 
told reporters here.

Sivankutty clarified the 
government's position on 
Zumba dance, a high-en-
ergy fitness programme 
introduced in schools in 
Kerala by the General Edu-
cation Department as part 

of its anti-drug campaign, 
facing opposition from cer-
tain Muslim groups who 
argue that it went against 
moral values.

He said there has been 
opposition from some 
quarters against the im-
plementation of activities 
like Zumba, aerobics, and 
yoga in schools in the state.

The spokesman said the 
searches of residences of 
more than 200 terrorist 
associates have been con-
ducted till date in the last 
two months.

Police conducted search-
es at the residences of 32 
terror associates on Satur-
day, he added.

The searches were con-
ducted in accordance with 
proper legal procedures in 
the presence of executive 
magistrates and independ-
ent witnesses under the 
supervision of Jammu and 

Kashmir Police officers, 
the spokesman said.

The searches were car-
ried out to seize arms,

DANCE TEACHER SENTENCED TO 52-YEAR 

TERM IN MINOR BOY ASSAULT CASE
PTI,  THIRUVANANTHAPURAM:  A Kerala court on Satur-
day sentenced a male dance teacher to a cumulative 52 
years in jail for repeatedly sexually assaulting a seven-
year-old boy, one of his students, six years ago. Thiru-
vananthapuram Fast Track Special Court (POCSO) judge 
Anju Meera Birla sentenced 46-year-old Sunil Kumar to 
varying jail terms under the Protection of Children from 
Sexual Offences (POCSO) Act and the Juvenile Justice 
Act for a total of 52 years. However, as the sentences are 
to be served concurrently, Kumar will be imprisoned for 
20 years, the highest of the varying jail terms, according 
to the court order. The court also imposed a fine of Rs 
3.25 lakh on the convict and directed that if the amount 
is recovered from him, it shall be paid to the victim as 
compensation.
