Test cricketer to score 150 on debut

BULAWAYO: South Africa teenager Lhuan-dre Pretorius be-
came the youngest player to score 150 runs in Test cricket
on Saturday against Zimbabwe at Queens Sports Club.
Pretorius made 153 on debut in the first Test at 19 years,
93 days. He was 26 days younger than when Pakistan's
Javed Miandad tallied 163 in 1976 against New Zealand in
Lahore. Pretorius was the fifth youngest man in test his-
tory to score a century on debut, and the youngest South
African. Corbin Bosch, playing his second test, also scored
a century, getting there on the third-to-last ball of the day.
South Africa was 418-9 at stumps after the first day.
