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Odisha: 7 yellow anacondas born in 
Bhubaneswar’s Nandankanan zoo
BHUBANESWAR: Seven yellow anacondas were born at 
Nandankanan Zoological Park here on Sunday, an official 
said. The parent snakes were brought from the Madras 
Crocodile Bank Trust in October 2019. The last breeding 
happened in July 2022. With the new births, the zoo now 
has two adult males, two adult females, and ten young 
yellow anacondas. One more snake is expected to deliver 
soon, the zoo official said. This is an important step in the 
zoo's efforts to protect and care for reptiles, he said. The 
yellow anacondas are mostly found in Bolivia, Paraguay 
and Brazil. 

Ravada Chandrasekhar new 
Kerala police chief
THIRUVANANTHAPURAM: The Kerala government 
decided to appoint senior IPS officer Ravada A 
Chandrasekhar as the new police chief of the state, the 
Chief Minister's Office said on Monday. A special cabinet 
meeting, chaired by Chief Minister Pinarayi Vijayan, on 
Monday decided to appoint Chandrasekhar to the top 
post, succeeding Sheikh Darvesh Saheb, who retires 
today. The cabinet selected Chandrashekhar from the 
shortlist of senior officers provided by the empanelment 
committee of the Union Public Service Commission 
(UPSC), according to a statement from the CMO.
Chandrashekhar, a 1991-batch IPS officer, is currently on 
central deputation. 

Three siblings drown in pond 
in MP's Chhatarpur
CHHATARPUR: Three minor siblings have drowned 
while bathing in a pond in Madhya Pradesh's Chhatarpur 
district, police said. The incident took place on Sunday in 
Utavali village under Pipat police station limits, an official 
said. Two brothers and their sister were bathing in the 
Ghuwau pond when one of them started sinking into the 
water. The other two tried to save the sibling, but in the 
process, all three got trapped in deep water, he said. A 
goat rearer in the vicinity alerted the villagers, who pulled 
out the children and rushed them to the nearby Bijawar 
health centre, but doctors declared them dead on arrival.   

Constable shot dead by govt 
school teacher in UP village
BAGHPAT: A police constable here has been allegedly shot 
dead by a government teacher, who is absconding since 
the incident, police said on Monday. According to police, 
the incident took place in Sunheda village under the 
jurisdiction of Khekra police station. Police said constable 
Ajay Kumar (32), who had come home on leave, was 
strolling outside the village after dinner on Sunday night, 
when he met Mohit Arya, a local who works as teacher in a 
government primary school in Saharanpur. An altercation 
broke out between the two first over a cricket match and 
later over a WhatsApp chat. 

Bengaluru: Woman’s body found in 
garbage truck, partner arrested for murder
BENGALURU: A day after the body of a 40-year-old 
woman was found stuffed in a sack and dumped in a 
garbage truck here, her partner was arrested on Monday 
for allegedly killing her following a drunken altercation, 
police said. The body was discovered by locals on Sunday, 
who alerted officials at the Chennammanakere Achukattu 
police station. The deceased, identified as Asha, a resident 
of the same area, had been living with the 33-year-old 
man from Assam. Both worked as housekeeping staff 
through a private company, hired via aggregator apps, 
police said. 
	

Three die as lorry rams mini 
truck in Andhra
KURABALAKOTA: Three persons were killed and 11 others 
sustained injuries when a lorry and a mini truck collided 
here in Annamayya district in the early hours of Monday, 
a police official said. The victims, part of a group of 14, 
were returning from Tirumala to Bagepalli in Karnataka 
in a mini truck when a lorry (container truck) travelling 
in the wrong direction crashed into their vehicle on the 
Kadiri-Madanapalle highway, said the official. "They 
started from Tirumala between 3:00 and 3:30 am. While 
driving on the correct lane around 6:15 am, a container 
truck emerged from the opposite direction and hit them 
head-on," Madanapalli Deputy Superintendent of Police 
(DSP) Mahender told PTI. 

PTI, NEW DELHI: The 
Ministry of Railways has 
decided to prepare reser-
vation charts for long-dis-
tance trains eight hours 
in advance, instead of the 
current four hours, to help 
passengers travelling from 
remote locations plan 
their journeys better.

  The decision was tak-
en during a recent review 
meeting chaired by Rail-
way Minister Ashwini 
Vaishnaw, a statement is-
sued by the ministry said.

Under Vaishnaw's guid-
ance, officials are working 
to prepare the reservation 

chart eight hours before 
the train's departure in-
stead of the current four 
hours, it said.

For trains departing be-
fore 2 pm, the charts will 
be prepared the previous 
night at 9 pm, the state-
ment said, adding that the 
minister has directed the 
change to be implemented 
in a phased manner to en-
sure no disruptions.

This move will reduce 
uncertainties for passen-
gers with waitlist tickets, 
it said, adding that the first 
update on waitlist status 
will be shared in advance.

Railways to prepare 
reservation charts eight 

hours in advance

PTI, NEW DELHI: A Pa-
lau-flagged vessel with 14 
crew members of Indian 
origin encountered a ma-
jor fire in its engine room, 
and the Indian Navy has 
deployed a stealth frigate 
to assist the ship.

The vessel was transiting 
from Kandla and was on its 
way to Shinas in Oman.

The Indian Navy's 
stealth frigate INS Tabar, 
currently deployed in the 
Gulf of Oman, responded 
to a distress call from MT 
Yi Cheng 6 on Sunday, ac-
cording to a spokesperson 
of the Navy.

"The vessel with 14 crew 
members of Indian origin, 
transiting from Kandla, 
India to Shinas, Oman, ex-
perienced a major fire in 
the engine room and total 
power failure onboard," the 

official said.
The firefighting team and 

equipment from INS Tabar 
were transferred onboard 
by the ship's boat and hel-
icopter, he added.

"Thirteen Indian naval 
personnel and five crew 

members of the stricken 
tanker are currently in-
volved in firefighting op-
erations, with ithe ntensi-
ty of fire onboard reduced 
drastically," the spokes-
person said in a social me-
dia post.

Delhi court 
allows CBI 

to close 
JNU student 
missing case

PTI, NEW DELHI: A 
Delhi court on Monday 
allowed the CBI to close 
the missing case of first 
year JNU student Najeeb 
Ahmed, who went miss-
ing on October 15, 2016.

While additional chief 
judicial magistrate Jyoti 
Maheshwari accepted 
the agency's closure re-
port, it granted liberty 
to reopen the case if any 
evidence in the matter 
came about.

 The CBI in October 
2018 closed its investi-
gation into the case as 
the agency's efforts to 
trace Ahmed, a first year 
master's student at JNU, 
yielded no results.

PTI, THIRUVANANTHAPU-
RAM: Various associations 
from the Kerala film indus-
try staged a protest on Mon-
day in front of the regional 
office of the Central Board 
of Film Certification (CBFC), 
opposing the board's de-
mand to rename the Suresh 
Gopi-starrer Janaki vs The 
State of Kerala.

Producers, directors, ac-
tors, and technicians came 
together for the day-long 
protest, alleging that the 
CBFC chairman's (Prasoon 
Joshi) directive to change 
the film's title to secure 
censorship clearance was 
a serious infringement on 
freedom of expression and 

amounted to unnecessary 
religious censorship.

B Unnikrishnan, director, 
producer, and General Secre-
tary of the Film Employees 
Federation of Kerala, told PTI 
Videos that while the decision 
to change a film's title rests 
with the producer, the protest 
was aimed at the larger issue 
of censorship and the violation 
of filmmakers' creative rights.

"They are raising objec-
tions based on the use of 
certain names and are re-
fusing to issue censorship 
certificates. Cinema tran-
scends religious or caste 
considerations, and we 
cannot allow this to contin-
ue," he added.

Janaki title row: Kerala film 
industry protests at CBFC

PTI, KOLKATA: Three out 
of the four persons arrested 
in connection with the al-
leged gangrape of a female 
student at a city-based law 
college had pre-planned the 
assault, a police officer said 
on Monday. 

Sleuths of the nine-mem-
ber Special Investigation 
Team (SIT) probing the in-
cident also found that the 
three accused — Monojit 
Mishra, Pratim Mukherjee 
and Zaid Ahmed — had a 
history of sexually harass-
ing female students of the 
college. 

The fourth accused is the 
college's security guard. 

According to the officer, 
the trio would record such 
episodes on their mobile 
phones and later use the 
footage to blackmail the 
victims.

‘The entire matter was 
premeditated. The trio 

had been plotting for sev-
eral days to carry out this 
torture on the victim. We 
have found that the victim 
was targeted by the prime 
accused from the very first 
day she got admission to 
the college,’ the police of-
ficer said.

Kolkata Police has 
launched a search for mo-
bile videos allegedly filmed 
by the trio. 

"Searches were con-

ducted at the residences 
of accused Mukherjee and 
Ahmed on Sunday. We are 
looking for footage related 
to this and possibly other 
incidents," the officer said.

The investigators also 
said a video clip of the June 
25 alleged gangrape might 
have been shared by the 
accused.

‘We are trying to find 
out whether those clips 
were forwarded or shared 

with some other groups. 
In that case, we have to get 
in touch with those who 
have received that,’ the of-
ficer said.

The SIT has prepared 

a list of over 25 people, 
mostly students of South 
Calcutta Law College, who 
were present at the educa-
tional institution on June 25 
evening, he said.

The bench granted permis-
sion to the lawyers to file the petitions.The 
matters are likely to be taken up for hearing later 
this week, one of the lawyers who moved the 
court said. 

Indian team in 
Washington 

extends stay for 
trade talks: Official
PTI, NEW DELHI: The 
Indian team, headed by 
special secretary in the 
department of commerce 
Rajesh Agrawal, will re-
main in Washington till 
Monday for negotiations 
on an interim trade agree-
ment with the US, an offi-
cial said.

The stay of the Indian 
officials has been extend-
ed for three days until 
June 30. Initially, the del-
egation was scheduled to 
stay for two days with the 
talks having commenced 
on June 26.

 These negotiations 
are significant as both 
countries are engaged 
in negotiations for an 
interim trade deal and 
are trying to finalise 
the pact before July 9, 
the deadline for the ex-
piry of the suspensions 
of reciprocal tariffs im-
posed by the Donald 
Trump administration 
on April 2.

14 Indian-origin crew on board; Navy extends help

PTI, IMPHAL: Inner Ma-
nipur MP Akoijam Bimol 
Angomcha was prevented 
by central forces from vis-
iting a village located in the 
periphery of Imphal Valley, 
following which he accused 
the state of ‘establishing 
and nurturing an imagi-
nary and unconstitutional 
line, the so-called 'buffer 
zone', in support of com-
munal forces’.

The Congress MP said 
he wanted to visit Phoug-
akchou Ikhai, a peripheral 
area along the border of 
Meitei-dominated Bishnu-
pur district and Kuki-dom-
inated Churachandpur, on 
Sunday as it falls under his 
constituency.

‘I, an elected Member of 
Lok Sabha, was stopped 
from visiting Phougak-
chou-Ikhai Makha Leikai 
Keithel (Bazar) in Bish-
nupur district, which falls 
within my parliamentary 

constituency (Inner Ma-
nipur) today, despite the 
heavy presence of security 
forces, including the Indian 
Army, in the area guarding 
the place,’ the MP said in a 
late night post on X.

‘Tellingly, civilians be-
longing to other communi-
ties (such as Pangals) are 

allowed to travel through 
the same place right in 
front of me, a Member of 
Parliament of the largest 
democracy in the world!’ 
he added.

‘It speaks of the clandes-
tine ways through which 
the state has been nurtur-
ing a communally founded 

division of Manipur, and 
drawing up and enforcing 
an imaginary and unconsti-
tutional line, the so-called 
'buffer zone', in support 
of communal forces in the 
state,’ the Congress MP 
said.

Honest and determined 
efforts will solve the issue, 
not lies and a cynical ap-
proach. Let truth, justice 
and peace prevail, Akoijam 
added.

Phougakchao Ikhai, 
which was one of the first 
areas in Manipur to have 
been affected by ethnic vi-
olence which broke out on 
May 3, 2023, is now heav-
ily guarded by security 
forces.

Residents of the locality 
had fled after a violent mob 
coming from Churachand-
pur district vandalised and 
torched several houses in 
nearby Torbung on May 3, 
2023.

4 SHOT DEAD BY UNIDENTIFIED GUNMEN IN 
MANIPUR'S CHURACHANDPUR

PTI, CHURACHANDPUR/IMPHAL: At least four people, 
including a 72-year-old woman, were shot dead by un-
identified gunmen in Manipur's Churachandpur district 
on Monday, police said. The ambush took place near Mon-
gjang village around 2 pm when the victims were trav-
elling in a car, a police officer said. Mongjang is around 
7 km from Churachandpur town. Preliminary reports 
suggested that they were shot from a point-blank range, 
another official in the Churachandpur district headquar-
ters said. The deceased were identified as Thenkhothang 
Haokip alias Thahpi (48), Seikhogin (34), Lengouhao 
(35) and Phalhing (72), sources said. More than 12 emp-
ty shells were recovered from the spot. No organisation 
has claimed responsibility for the attack so far. Police and 
additional security forces have been rushed to the area.
