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AFP, WASHINGTON: Don-
ald Trump and Elon Musk
reignited their bitter feud
Tuesday, with the US pres-
ident threatening to de-
port the tech tycoon and
strip federal funds from
his businesses for criti-
cizing Trump's flagship
spending bill.

The world's richest
person was Trump's big-
gest political donor in the
2024 election, and be-
came his inseparable ally
during his first months
back in the White House
as head of the Depart-
ment of Government Effi-
ciency (DOGE).

But the Space X and
Tesla boss is now threat-
ening to turn his riches
against Trump, mulling
a rival political party to
challenge Republican
lawmakers who vote for
the president's "One Big
Beautiful Bill."

Trump, 79, reacted
vengefully on Tuesday as
he headed to the opening
of a new migrant detention
center in Florida dubbed
"Alligator Alcatraz."

Bangladesh’s interim government

cannot raise its head again
in any way, Yunus said.

The movement started
in July last year under a
platform called Students
against Discrimination
(SAD), demanding reforms
in a controversial quota
system for government
jobs, but turned violent, re-
sulting in the ouster of the
government on August 5,
2024, when Hasina left the
country for India on a mili-
tary aircraft.

Yunus flew from Par-
is three days later to take
charge as the interim gov-
ernment's Chief Adviser as
the SAD nominee. He sub-
sequently disbanded Awa-
mi League and its students'
front, saying the ban would
remain enforced until their
leaders were tried.

Most leaders of the
Awami League and min-
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isters of the past regime,
including several officials,
were arrested or were
on the run at home and
abroad as the government
initiated their trial for
brutal actions to tame the
uprising, leaving several
hundred people, including
students, dead.

Hasina and her regime
leaders are being prosecut-
ed in Bangladesh's Inter-
national Crimes Tribunal
(ICT-BD), formed in 2010
for trying hardened collab-
orators of Pakistani troops
during the 1971 Liberation
War on charges like crimes
against humanity.

According to a UN rights
office report, some 1,400
were killed between July
15 and August 15, 2024, as
retaliatory violence contin-
ued even after the fall of the
past regime.
